Jones of the National Committer eallad the
convention to erder. MHis appearunce on
the platform and the sound of his gavel
brought forth cheers from the Joor and
galleries,

Chalrman Jones directed the s=ergeant-
at-arms 1o secure order. He continued be-
laboring the table with his gavel. but it
was some time before quiet relgned

California’s appearance with a huge sllk
banner and slilk American flags and a yell,
“Callfornia, Californin! Hearst, Hearst,
Hearst," caused cheering.

Just as the California delegation reached
fts reservation after marching up and
down the center alsle, Willlam J. Bryan,
who bad come In unnoticed, aross in his
place and was given a cheer. Then an en-
terprising member of the Montana dele-
gation created a diversion by wigorously
ringing & cow beil,

Agaln Chalrman Jones demanded that
the convention be in order, and st once
directed the secretary to read the call for
i the convention.

MOST IMPORTANT EVENT IS
ELECTION OF THE PRESIDENT.

“My friends, the most imporiant quad-
rennial event of this earth is the election
by the American people of their chief ox-
ecutive.

1o =ay, but to find out what everybody
clse wants him 10 say—{laughtes)—in-
cluding the candidate of the party for
the presidency, who perhaps revises both
hin speech and the platform of the party
later on.

“My rriends, the speech of the tempo-
mry chairman of the Republlean Con-
vention wss in one respect historical: in
this respect, at any rate, that there wus
n greal deal of history in {t—very mueh of
it anclent history, a great dead of iv false
Thist: . Thera was & labored argument
by this able and Ingenlous lawyer to
prove that by some ?l‘t)ce.*! of evolution
the party of Rooseveit was compelled to
follow In the Ilines that had been marked
out by the party of Lincoln. This was
necassary In order to disgulss the palpa-
ble fact that 1t is not so walking to-dny.
Not without reason, then, was this la-
bored wrgument. It was to drow away
the publle attention from Rooseveltism,
its earthquaking. wolcanie, eruptive. wild
and reckless ways and means (Applause.)

“It was hoped that this could be done
by dwelling upon the fact that the Re-
publicen party had been, once In {ts his-
tory, a party which did things and did
them safely. This had this advantage, too:
It would drew attention away from the
fact that the G. O. P.—the great chstruc-
