Now Controlled by the Cincin-
nati, Hamilton and Dajton

System Embraces 4,000
Miles.

REPUBLIC STECIAL.
New York. July 7. In the offices of

Henry Shoemaker, in tho Empire build-
ing. In this city, a railroad deal, which
will be of vital interest to the Middle
West, was consummated y, when the
Cincinnati, Hamilton and Davton Railroad
Company completed all details, whereby It
galrcd absolute control of the Iero Mar-
quette Railway.

As roon as tho purchase was completed
the directors of the Cincinnati. Hamilton
and Da-- , ton Railroad met and elected Eu-gene Zimmerman president of the com-pany and George M. Cummlngs vice presi-
dent.

On the heels of tho purchase of thePero Marquette by the Cincinnati. Ham-ilton and Dayton, the news was given outthat these consolidated roads, which willbe known as the Cincinnati, Hamilton andDavton Railroad System, had purchased acontrolling Interest In the Chicago. Cin-
cinnati and Louisville.

Xobodi interested In tha ,.l woa in
ing to go Into details about tho transferof these mads to the Cincinnati, Hamil-
ton and Dayton further than to statethat prominent capitalists of Cincinnati,
St. Louis, New York and Boston were In-
terested. They were not averse to hav-
ing It known, however, that the United
States Mortgage and Trust Company of
New York is heavily identified with the
transaction, and It is also stated th.it
George W. Young, president of that com-
pany, will take an actlv e part In the man-
agement of the property.

The new sjstem embraces 4,000 miles of
railway, touching at Buffalo, Chicago and
Cincinnati, and traversing no other rail-
way property but its own. It is said that
this consolidation represents tho strongest
railway Interests In the Middle West, withgross earnings of between ,000,000 and
C2.000.000

One notable fact that will work to the
Interest of the new company is that the
Cincinnati. Hamilton nnd Davton will re-
main an Independent line, which has met
with approval of local Interests in Cincin-
nati and at Chicago.

The hcadouarters of the CinHnnntr
Hamilton and Dajton sjstem will remain
at Cincinnati. Chicago and Detroit, and It
was said that no chances In theworking forces of the three united rail-
roads will be made.
