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scii:ntifio war.
Every year the United States .impropriate large

minis for subduing aud exterruinaticg pests which
Injure crops. .The oxpenbc Is enormous; with the
money at least three battleships could be constructed
yearly. The work Is bafflinp, always difficult, gen-

erally experimental, sometimes successful, some-

times unsuccessful, and, as rule, only partly suc-

cessful.
Were justification of the appropriations de-

manded It could be Kiltl that vast turns are dis-

bursed for colIectliiR statistics and for other opera-

tions that do not appear to be urgent and that still
are necessary. 15ut the best wanant is that the
work being done to protect growing and matured
crops Is not only In behalf of the agriculturist, but
also In behalf, of merchants and consumers.

The Government can show that, while con-

siderable portion of the money has brought no ap-

parent aud Immediate results, the failures are noth-

ing as compared to few of the successes and to
the consequent promise of better success. The Im-

portation of red ants from Guatemala, to extermi-
nate the'cottou-bol- l weevil, appears to promise ear-

ly benefits. Reports from the experiments are de-

cidedly encouraging.
This la only one of the many pursuits in which

the Government Is engaged, in order to make its
system thorough and in order to help science and
Industry. It is not strictly function of the Gov-

ernment to render assistance to fanners, manu-

facturers, merchants and (statisticians; hut no Gov-

ernment is managed rightly If It fails to uso Its au-

thority as far as the law permits. Investigation
and assistance are not easily obtained through pri-

vate sources, or even through organizations. The
Government Is peculiarly well organized and
financed to conduct experiments and furnish infor-
mation. The money is well ppent, though results
may at times bo deferred.

AX HOXOHABLE BOLTEK.
"I believe with Mr. While," says the Honorable

J. X. Voote, formerly of Knobnoster, now of Pro-

ton, Taney County, "that it Is better to be bolter
to party than traitor to State; and will not
be traitor to grand old Missouri. find no alter-
native therefore but to repudiate the Republican
organization as It stands in this State. was
Republican. am now Democrat, for
Folk and the principle for which lie stands.

"It was my Intention, as the public knows, to
make formal delivery of the election to Folk, pro-

vided the right-thinkin- g Republicans should have
placed me at the head of their ticket.

MISSOURI'S MORAL LEADERSHIP.
The Missouri Idea sprang to life as an impulse,

became a motive, an hydration, a purpose and great
movement, aud has triumphed In the nomination of
Folk on the strongest platform
eer set up in any State, The movement had Its
beginning in the people and has been carried to con-

clusion by them. It is the people's work, accom
plished against the heaviest of political obstacles,
and to them solely belongs the credit. The credit
is Missouri's in the sense that men make a State.
Missouri occupies the first position of honor among
American Commonwealths in the conduct of its
political affairs. It lias spoken, through the man-
hood of its citizenship, for incorrupt and Incor-
ruptible government. Missouri has been the first
to voice the spirit of the "Great Awakening" which
has been so powerfully urged upon the States. It
has won the distinction of moral leadership in the
Union.

This leadership is being freely recognized on all
sides by the best thought of the country independ-
ently of paitisan or party considerations. Says a
Republican editor in Karoos: "Honest government
is the first thing required in this nation. Honest
men in ollice, honestly earning their salaries, and
giving the people full value received for their taxes

these considerations are far more important than
Republican victory or Democratic victory."

And from Ohio conies this added declaration:
"What is called Folk's victory in Missouri is not
his but Missouri's; and not alone Missouri's, but
Ohio's and Xow York's."

"Though we are a Republican paper," proclaims
the Xew York Press, which, as everybody knows, is
ultra Republican, "we are frank to say that on that
plank Mr. Folk deserves to win. If his Republican
opponent should run on the same platform we still

declare that Mr. Folk deserved to win." And

Says the Xew York Sun: "So signal a victory
has a range and significance that extend far beyond
Missouri. Everywhere Democrats will bo

and independents attracted by this new
evidence of the rejection by the Democratic party
of Its baser elements."

As the Democratic platform recites, the Missouri
Idea has become a slogan all over the land. "It Is
nor because there is more corruption in Missouri
than In other States that we nre leading in the
crusade against corruption In politics and govern-
ment, but because the extent of the evil has been
exposed here and In other States it has not." "The
subject of the eradication of bribery is more im-

portant than any other, for other problems concern
the functions of government while this goes to the
existence of government itself. Corruption in pub-
lic life, if tolerated, will lead to the destruction of
fire government. Where bribery rules there is a
government not of, for and by the people, but a
government of and for tho few with wealth enough
to purchase official favors." Missouri's leadership
will cause serious consideration of these truths by
other Commonwealths.

Xor are the significance and application of the
Missouri Idea by any means confined to municipal
and State regimes. They extend with even greater
force to the national administration, particularly at
this time. The Missouri Idea is a national Issue of
huge dimensions. In tho event of Democratic na-

tional victory the principle will become at once op-

erative In reforms. In the event of Republican
victory it will continue to grow as a vital political
Issue before the people. In no event will the prin-
ciple die. In any event Missouri must have the
credit of its Inauguration and exploitation. In any
event, whether immediate or remote, the fruits of
national reform will be directly attributable to Mis-

souri's appeal for a higher morale In political and
governmental concerns.

It Is for the people of Missouri to make the
State's leadership and distinction even more pro-
nounced and effective by stanch and consistent sup-
port of the principle. The Missouri Idea now ex-

emplified in the Democratic platform and candidate
demands the whole-soule-d support of united citizen-
ship. It must be an enthusiastic campaign of the
whole people standing together for the right The
election must be made to speak even louder than
the nomination.

WAR'S DIFFICULTIES.
The Russo-Japane- War Is an illustration. In the

modern state of nffairs, of the victories and benefits
of peace. The preliminary controversy was so com-
plicated that it was of a kind hard to arbitrate, or,
rather, to get before a board of arbitration. The
thought which developments emphasize is whether
the settled policies of a nation, accomplished terri-
torial expansion and motives tending toward pro-
spective aggrandizement can be settled by interna-
tional courts.

So far Japan is said to have spent something like
?.!GO,000,000 in conducting the war, and Japan Is the
victor. What Russia has spent Is not known; not
even an estimate is available. How many persons
have been killed is not known. It Is not known
how much property has been destroyed. It is not
known how considerably both countries have been
weakened, and there can bo no guess as to how long
a time will bo required to restore previous condi-
tions.

Tiie war may be beneficial to the people of Rus-
sia, who are kept in almost servile subjection. Al-

ready the Government has made an appeal to the
agricultural clement of the population by offering
reforms to the peasants. Whether Russia is ulti-
mately to be victor or vanquished, the Russian peo-

ple probably will derive advantages, as the reforms
begun will have to be extended. Whether Japan is
to be victor or vanquished, its Importance among
the world's nations will be magnified. These are
benefits which might not be possible through arbi-
tration of International ditlicultics.

And yet, when to the Injury and devastation of
war are added the serious entanglements which
damage and irritate neutral nations, it seems that
tho concert of powers would have some right in
urging that reforms be realized in some other man-
ner than by open conflicts between nations. If the
people of a country have .energy and courage, they
can obtain redress and reform; or, at least, can test
their manhood.

Russia's seizure of a British vessel In the Red
Sea stirred the British Foreign Office, which is re-

nowned for alertness and assurance. The passage
of a Russian vessel through the Dardanelles affords
a fiance for outside Interference. The reported
seizure of a German vessel In the Dardanelles may
give offense to the German State Department. Tur-
key may be charged with conniving at the Russian
policy. It Is thus demonstrated how strife may af-
fect the fine mechanism of the big Governments.

But the new circumstances may force or en

courage arbitration, and In that case the world
would see whether arbitration could be applied to
principles, policies of aggrandizement, the seizure
and the surrender of territory, and the establish-
ment of rules of advantage both to the primary and
secondary nations interested. Except that ven-
geance perhaps had to be satisfied, and national
prestige had to be demonstrated and asserted, the
controversy could more easily have been arbitrated
before blood was shed. But it is never too late to
arbitrate, for (lie hour must come when one or the
other of the combatants must bow. The new diffi-

culties may facilitate arbitration, aud, if so, show
what can be done by arbitration.

Tho secretary to the Board of Election Commis-
sioners declares that frauds were committed in the
Republican primary elections in llie Xlnetecnth
Ward, the leturns showing more votes than wore
actually cast. I.epublican Indian outr.iges make no
impression oa the Globe. Instead of condemning
the crimes of its gang. Old Ananias spends its time
quoting The Republic about the crimes in tile Twenty-ei-

ghth Ward. Election crimes all look alike to
Tho Republic, but to Old Ananias nothing that Is
Republican could seem heinous. For variety's sake
we suggest that Old Auanlat, quote lis in condemna-
tion of the Republican primary outrages.

St. Louis and the public are grateful for the

private endeavors which resulted in representing
Russia at the Fair. However "unofficial." the dis
play is interesting and instructive; and it is not too
much to hope that Russia will lie benefited thereby.
Two carloads of exhibits, though, fall far short of
what we expected fiom the land of the Bear, and
servo rather to emphasize its official error. It
doesn't pay for a nation to be Irritable at a great
Internationa! party.

PUBLICITY WORK VERY ACTIVE

Statement Shows Enormous Sys-

tem of Advertising the Fair
mid Ketnnis in Amount

of Space in Tress.

World's Tair exploitation, far from
slacking up with tho lapso of time, has
taken on a new and vigorous lease of life
and is being prosecuted more actively
than ever.

Tho exploitation forco of tho Exposition
has been strengthened by several addi-

tions, notably that of II. M. McGarvie,
prosldent of tho Concessionaries' Associa-
tion, who takes tho Immediate and active
management of tho poster service and of
special exploitation of the special days
and events which are to bo features of
the Fair.

Sir. McGarvie becomes Manager of Spe-

cial Exploitation. A statement relative to
the exploitation of the Fair was given out
yesterday. Another seasonable line of ex-

ploitation work was developed with the
beginning of the present month. This Is
the arrangement of having a corps of lec-
turers, including chiefs and experts of the
various exhibit departments and other of-

ficers of the Exposition. 111! engagements
at Chautauquas, summer resorts and the
various summer conventions and assem-
blages nt the coast and mountain resorts.
At Madison Square Garden In New York.
Atlantic City and other places of holiday
gatherings slides and moving pictures of
iho Fair are being shown night I v.

The Associated IJ1I1 Posters of the Uni-
ted States and Canada, in International
convention assembled on the World's Fair
ground a few days ago. voted the free
use of l.OiO.OOO mile of boardings for the
entire month of August to exploit the Ex-
position.

HUSHING TIIE POSTEItS.
The offer was promptly accepted. Within

twenty-fou- r hours extensive orders had
been placed for posters. Some of the lar-
gest lithographing houses of the country
have been running day and night upon
the.--- orders. These housts are making
special rates to the World's Fair manage-
ment as th-- ir contribution, emulating the
public spirit of the Associated Bill Posters.
Mnny railroads have voluntarily tendered
free transportation for the shipments of
posters to destinations. Within three davs
after the action of the Associated Hill
Posters there waa delivered at the office
of the St. Inul.i Posting Service for ship-
ment the first installment, amounting to
m.O'O sheets.

Distribution to every city and town post-
ing servlco In the United States Is now In
progress. The 1st of August will s;e the
World's Fair posters going upon billboards
everywhere. The first week in August will
witness the accomplishment of the great

est work In bill poatlns the world has ever
known.

Four lithographing houses will deliver
this week 374 000 cheets, representing only
four of many orders placed to take ad-
vantage of the billposters' offer. The
Philippine Exhibit Board, State commis-
sions, tho Brltl3h-Boe- r War and forty
concessionaires will deliver costers to be
distributed and placed without cost, under
the proposition of the AsaDclateo Bill-
posters. There will go upon the boardings
of the company within the next few days
millions of sheets, representing, both In
general and detail, features of the Expo-
sition. Each poster will bear the an-
nouncement, "This poster is posted free
by the billposters of thU city."

The greatest feat in the history of bill
posting- Is only one branch of a vigorous
campaign In exploitation of the world's
Fair now being carried on. In this cam-
paign the exhibitors In all departments of
the Exposition, the National Commission,
the United States Government Board, the
Philippine Board, the Foreign and State
commissions and thu concessionaires are
actively participating.

With the final and complete Installation
of exhibits several weeks ago, more than
twenty trained writers began a work in
exploitation which Is now telling effect-
ively. These writers. In pursuance of a

John Gill, a boy. resid-
ing at No. Ml North Twenty-fir- st

streetr while playing In the street,
was run over and seriously injured
by George Tlerncr's milk wagon.

Doctor William H. Boss of St.
Louis arrived In Memphis, whither
ho went to Investigate the progress
of yellow fever. Ho traveled by land
from Bandolph, Tenn., fifty-fiv-e

miles above Memphis, at which
point he was landed by tho captain
of tho steamer Gold Dust.

While at work in a well at St.
Charles Bock road and King's high-
way, James Nolan, who lived on
Bates, near Llndcll avenue, was
seriously injured, a tub that was
being used to haul up the dirt fall-
ing upon his head.

Moro than a score of refugees
from Mcmphl3 applied at tho
Mayor's office for aid cither to con-
tinue their Journey to other points
or to subsist upon in St. Louis.
They all were Informed that the
city had no money available for the
purpose.

Mayor Overstoli met the directors
of tho Merchants Exchange to con-
sider placing passengers and freight
from Memphis under stricter quar-
antine. A notlco was sent to tho
president of the Board of Health
of Memphis, directing that no more
passengers or freight from that city
be shipped to St. Louis, as tho
authorities would not permit them
to pass quarantine.

The Charles P. Chouteau carried
2,000 excursionists down to Indian
Cave, under the ausplcles of the
Fresh Air Mission. On the return
trip the captain and passengers
were startled by hearing; a shot
from quarantine. The boat pulled
up and was about to land when tha
authorities discovered their mis-
