to get a conclusive Impression as to Japan's present
rank among the nations and of Its prospects In nil
provinces of activity.

Jniian's exhibition is equal to any made byMlie
gieatcst nations. It is ciiial in almost every re-

spect, and In fioine respects it surpasses. Above
all, It is complete: and consequently sluvvs the coun-
try to the best ndvantage. Displays ani made In
every department of the Imposition, and there fs
hardly any display that is not conspicuous for some
good reason. The icsiilt that Jap m compels tin
attention of every visitor, whether informed or un
informed nliotit foieign matters.

The Japanese lepresenlntion strongly suggests a
resemblance bclvicrn tho people of the Kmplre and
the people of tho American lEcpuhhc.
