To Have Complete Incnbntor Equip-
ment and (tame lllRlit That Per-

tain to Other Convennces.

The flirt Mbv ambulanco ever built
joon w III form a part or tho general serv-
ice or the Exposition. It Is now being con-
structed, and will be decorated In white,
the trimmings and tho conventional cross
being or gold.

The ambulance will contain a completo
Incubator equipment, and phjslelans aro
greatly Interested In the experiment, as
It Is believed that it will reduce material-
ly the mortality percentage of those In-

fants1 whose only hope of life centers In
their prompt remavul to tho protection of
un incubator.

E. II. Eajlias, of the baby Incubator ex-

hibit, planned tho construction of the am-
bulance, and permission has been obtained
of the Exposition authorities to give tho
vehicle tho same right of wav as that
given the regular ambulances of tlio Ex-
position service.

The percentage of Iofs of Infants Is
greatly Increased by tho transportation
necessary, and the baby ambulance will
obviate this-- exposure to a great ex cut.
The baby can receive the protection of
an incubator immediately, and the danger
of removal hi thus reduced to the mini-
mum.

It was claimed at the meeting yester-
day of the exhibitors that the band was
promised with tho proviso that to-- sup-
ply a band stand. 1 his has been done and
the exhibitors have wailed weeks for the
sweet strain"!, but in vain.

Veqteraay the question was brought up
by JaniCB Walsh of Nebraska, who moved
that the exhibitors organize a band with
tin pans, wash boilers, tin horns, cow
bells and buzz saws, for Instruments.

ON

PriiileiYs. Vote to Accept Report of Committee on Laws and Then
Reconsider and Refer Matter Back International Typograph-
ical Union Dav at the Fair To-Da-

At the night session of the Interna-tlon- il

Tj pographlcal Enlon at Conven-
tion Hall, on the World's Fair grounds
lost night, the convention decided to re-
consider the vote on the "priority ques-
tion" taken earlier in the da)'.

This action refers the matter again to
the Committee on Laws, which had
brought tho question beforo the conven-
tion. This committee will give tho ques-
tion further consideration and make an-
other report on It beforo the adjournment
of the convention.

Miss Llllle Frederick, a member of the
Exectulvo Board of the United Garment
Workers' Union, appeared before the con-
vention and made an appeal for funds to
aid the garment workers In their present
strike. She said that the Garment Work-
ers' Union is without monej.

The speech of Frederick Driscoll, repre-
sentative of the American Publishers' As-

sociation, beforo the International Typo-
graphical Union Convention jesterday led
to a long discussion onlhe use or priority
lists in composing-room- and resulted in
a vote bj which the convention declared
In favor or retaining the section under
discussion.

This bection provides that In offices
where the force has been reduced, and
Is railed to its original number later, the
foreman shall give preference to zatn dis-
charged at the time of the cut In force.
The opposition to this Ian contended that
It forced a foreman to keep on his pa-ro-

incompetent men, and tuat It did not
give to the employer the control of tho
composing-roo- which Is necessary to
the satisfactory transaction of business.

PRIORITY LISTS RETAINED.
The discussion thus precipitated grew

verj-- warm, and delegates from all por-

tions of the country took part in it. Tne
imposition to change the rule was ed

? declslvelj.
To-da- y has been designated Interna-

tional Typographical Union Day at the
Fair, and printers are expected to be very
much in The meeting will be
held in Festival Hall, and besides, the
usual business, speeches will be made by
several persons of prominence. Joseph W.
Folk and Cyrus P. Walbrldge. candidates
for Governor, will speak, as will several
members of the union.

Mr. Driscoll, the representative of the
American Publishers Association, re-
view el the j ear's work in printers' circles.
Ho pointed out that twentj -- three dis-
putes between printers and publishers had
been settled bj arbitration, and that in
twentj- - of these cas-- s the printers had se-

cured an advance of wages.
PROTESTS AOAINST CONDITIONS.

FAIR DIRECTORS

APPROVE BOND

Art Palace Is .Mortgaged to Iu-su- re

Restoration of For-

est Park.

The Board or Directors or the World's
Fair jesterday ratified the form of bond
filed recently by 'the President and seven
other Directors for the restoration of For-
est Park after the Fair. This action ot
the board ends the long dispute between
the city and the Exposition management ,1
relative to an aecentable bond for the 'I
work of restoring the park at the close
of the Exposition.

The City Council approved the bondTon
July 29, when eight or the directors of the
World's Fair appeared before the munic-
ipal body and pledged themselves to the
extent of J100.WJ for tho restoration ot
the park. The total amount of the bond
accepted by the city is $550,000.

As surety for the balance of the amount
of the bond the Exposition gave a mort
gage on the Palace of Fine Arts and all
Its fixtures and -- ppurtcnances. The Art
Palace is a permanent building of Bedford
stone and is valued at $1,000,009. In the
event that the park li satisfactorily re-

stored, the mortgage on the Art Palace is
to be void.

The present bond was sent to the City
Council for action on July 2. with the
approval of tha Major.City Comptroller
and City Coun-cIoT- , after several unsuc-
cessful efforts to agree on an acceptable
bond.

The flrrt bond was for $10O,0fiO. signed
personallj by eight of the Exposition Di-

rectors. This was submitted for approval
to tlie City Coun-i- l S 1W2. and
accepted. Taking advantage of a ulause in
the city ordinances, however, the Mu-
nicipal Awemblj- - rejected the old' bond,
after having an expert report on the unst
of restoring the park ly an Eastern land-
scape architect, and on March 10. 1903.

fixed the new bond nt JJW.ftXi. Sluee that
time s veral form-- - of bond have b n sub-
mitted bj the Expo-itlo- n Company, hut
have failed to bv accepted.

"SCALPERS" PLY THEIR

TRADE AT THE FAIR.

Lined I i nt the Iloer War nxhiliW,

Tho ticket "scalper" has made, his ap-

pearance on the World's Fair grounds.
Like the carjy swallow ho may bo the
forerunner of others.

Yesterday afternoon .1 party of six, sta-

tioned themselves at the different entrance
gate of th Pocr War. There is alwayj
a verj' large rush and. although every
possible endeavor was made to handle the
large crowds. It was Impossible for tho
cashiers to prevent a long llnc-u- p at each
entrance. At u given signal the scalpers
started In shouting, "Tickets for the Boer
War: house full: grand stand seat3 here."

Before the management of the Boer War
were fullj aware of oil the facts several
persons h id beecn induced to pav SI for

grand-sbin- d seats. Very soon,
however. Detective Sjkes, the Boer War
house detective, spotted the scalpers and
Induced them to return to the rounds of
Market street.

In order to prevent any further attempt
at "scalping," the Boer War management
has had a special Jefferson Guard and
service men placed at each entrance gate.
There Is ample accommodation for 22.09
In tho Boer War grand stand,,but It. of
course, takes somo time to handle the
large crowds that present themrelves
daily. y .
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
