Tho buildings consist of a live-stoc- k

forum, a judging hall, a partly covered re-

view park and thirty-tw- o barns. Besides
these there are a feed rtorags and prepa-
ration barn and eleven unloading I lat-for-

along tiie lino 'if tin. railroad. Ti.e
buildings aro entirely of wood, stained a
dark-reddis- h brown. Decoration is not at-
tempted In any of them except the fruin.

Tho forum has ton era on cither tide of
Its gate and Its outline is nlitved in tr.is
way all around. It covers a tco DuO J et
long: by CjO feet widj. Around its nl.:o
extent aro eight tiers of ocats, i:ip.-.M- e of
seating 6,000 persons. In tho renter of the
arena Is a Judges' plitfurm 1" fctt lor.g,
18 feet Hide and Vx feet high. At cither
end of tho areni aro larse gates with pul-
ley ropes to lift theln up. .Through these
entrances two four-n-o ss talljhos could
drive abreast. Uetwc-.- Iho toners and
overhanging tho intran:cj axe gallcria.
for bands.

Tho review parte Is simply a wire-fence- d

lnclosuro forty-fiv- e feet long by twonty-on- e

feet wide. Into which stock may bo
turned loose for the close inepectlon of
tho public. At either end of tho park is
a covcreed lnclosuro, with tables for the
press.

The thirty-tw- o barns are of much the
same pattern. There are the four octag-
onal barns, which have been completed
and In use for some time, and around
them aro twenty-eig- oblong barns for
different kinds of stock. Over the stalls
ori each side are lofis for feed and for
sleeping quarters for attendants. The
stalls are all arranged for horses, this be-
ing the first kind of stock to be kept.

BOER WAR SPECTACLE
PLEASES SECRETARY TAFT.

Cabinet Officer Accompanies Presi-
dent Francis and General CJuUfee

to the Show at the Fair.

Secretary of War Taft, General Chaf-
fee and Governor and Mrs. David

attended the evening perform-
ance at the Boer War last night. No
special arrangements had been mads to
entertain the Governor, and few persons
knew that he was present

The visit was practically an unexpect-
ed one. Governor Francis having; Insisted
upon bringing Governor Taft, knowing;
that he would be greatly Interested in
the battle scenes that are reproduced In
this spectacle.

At tho close of the performance Secre-
tary Taft and General Chaffee were pre-
sented to General Cronje and General

To General Viljoen Governor Taft
stated that never before had he experi-
enced the thrills of warfare In euch a
manner as In the performance be had Just
witnessed.

He bongratulated Generals Cronje and
VHJoen on the stand 'that the Boera had
made, and remarked with considerable en-
thusiasm t.hat he' considered that Amer-
ica y was under a sense of deep Ob-

ligation, Inasmuch as all countries would
tnthk"" more "seriously before' again en-
deavoring to conauer a smaller foe.

An amusing incident occurred when the
horse which plays the lame part; with
leg bandaged with red flannel to repre-
sent a wound, waa limping; across the

' 'arena.
General Chaffee noticed the bona, and,

pointing him Out to Governor Taft, re-

marked "that the Boer management were
not satisfied with killing about- - fifty
horses, but that they had to 'make them
go lame, too." Governor Francis remarked
"that It v. as essentially attention to de-
tails that produced the results obtained.'

It is expected that arrangements were
afterwards completed with Secretary Taft
to entertain a large number of military
attaches on their visit from Washington
In tho near future.
