Grozovol steamed up the river, having
vainly attempted to make Tsing-Chou, be-
ing headed off by the Jupanese,

The Grozovol Is very dirty and unpaint-
€d and her crew are black with emoke ard
grime. They had hard steaming o escape
tha Japanese.

Later the Russtan protected cruiser As-
kold, with Rear Admiral Ouktomsky, sec-
ond in command to the late Admirs. Wit-
hoeft, on board, arrlved at Woosung with
her fifth funnel gone close to the deck. all
the funncls, riddled with shellholes, pne
Eun on the port side dismounted and sev-
eral large shellholes gbove the water line,
ard with one Lieutenant and eleven men
kilied and fifty men wounded. 1Tt s msid
that the Askold intends to go Into dock
to-day and stop the leaks under water.
