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cated machinery and processes required
to get the negative films tor any set of

pictures, the method of secur-
ing the films for germ life Is simpler than
mlsht be supposed.

The living germs to be pictured are put
on a lantern slide in blood or water or
other suitable medium and projected on
a screen. Just as they might be by a phy-
sician giving a lecture and shonlng to the
class the actual l!e germs and their
habits.

Alongside of the lantern Is placed the
machine for getting the negative films of
the pictures and It Is operated

taking pictures of the projection on the
screen at the rate of about thirty a

as by the ordinary method. The lan-
tern, as usually operated, magnifies the
germ and v.hatcvcr else the slide contains
about 2,000,000 times. The negative film
machine magnifies the imago on the screen
about three times, the resulting total mag-
nification being 6,000.000. Once the filmstrip is obtained in thii way It may be
used in the ordinary picture
machine again and again.

Magnified to the extent named the germs
of which have been isolated and
Identified are readily observable. They are
seen being born, moving about, growing,
giving birth to other germs, and dying.
Just as they do In real life. The machinemay be run fast or slow, or stopped at any
picture, or It may be set back for a close
or more detailed study of something which
has already been observed.

ment was easy. The regiment was called
the Grenadier Guards, and its band the
Grenadier Guards Band.

The organization was true to its King
and four jears later when the dissolute!
Charles came to his own it was estab-
lished on a pcimanent basis under the
command of Colonel John Russell, son of
the Earl of Bedford. Colonel Ilussell re-
mained In command for twenty jears and
was succeeded by the Duke of Grafton.
Grafton was succeeded bv that famous
English warrior, the Duke of Marl-
borough. Under Marlborough the regi-
ment distinguished itself signally several
times, particularly at the battle of Blen-
heim.

Century the regiment saw service In
Spain and about the same time was a
powerful factor In Quelling the Jacobite
uprisings in England.
