To repeat, then, defeat for the Republican politi-
cians Is nssuiod.

feat. Not only have they failed of their opportunity
to uplift their organization by sharing in the
universal honor which the Missouri idea, tho support
of the Folk principle, confers upon Democracy; but
they have resisted the people' appeal for a higher
morale in public service, and resisted it In a flagrant
manner exposing a base motive. They have gono
against the active desires of the rank and tile of
their own party. They have both disappointed and
offended them. They have weakened themselves
incalculably with their own people.

An Ignominy worse than oblivion will be the con-
sequence of their defeat by the good citizenship of
both parties. These politicians forever arter will be
known ns "the people who fought Folk." The stig-
ma of fighting the principle emlwdied and Illustrated
In Tolk's official career will be fixed to them so long
as they remain In public life, or whenever the fa-

miliar sound of their names rings in the public's ear.
Under Governor Tolk Silssouri will have unquestion-
ably an administration la Uie mr-s-t striking contrast
to the sort of rule which Walitridgeism promises. It
will be a further nnd broader realization of tho
moral Ideal for which ML-smi-r! citizenship has striv
en and Is striving, a practical application distinct In
quality and standing out in the State's record of ad-

ministrations; and it will constantly recall to the
public mind tho opposition which good government
met In 1904 nt the hands of a cliquo. The more
open, direct and shameless their antagonism, the
deeper the Impression will be which the public mem-
ory must hold.

Mr. Walbrldge Is apparently much wiser than
the clique behind him. Tliiu, far It is quite noticea-
ble that he refrains from attempting to licllttle
Folk's work for good government. He has not in-

dulged In any of the clique's excesses of antagonism.
To do fco, of course, would pnt an end to his candi-
dacy prematurely it would practically close the in-

cident of the Missouri campaign of 3001, since the
things which are intolerable In the clique would be
doubly Intolerable In a candidate. Mlssouriani of
wiiate.vcr shade of politics would resent an open in-

sult to their citizenship from such a Fource con-

spicuously the nation, and Republicans would
resent It more than would Democrats.

No candidate for public office could afford to say
that the principle exemplified in Folk's work Is not
a good principle or that its practical application is
not, lias not been nnd would not Imj a good Jh!ii
for the State. Incidentally, Mr. Walbridge's candi-
dacy presents a peculiar anomnly. Before his nom-
ination his friends said that his admiration for Folk
would pos-ib- ly find expression at the polls and his
candidacy seems to proceed on the nominal premise
that Folk's principles, works and result are

At the same time Mr. Waibiidge practical-
ly represents the antithesis of Folk in government.
His candidacy actually embodies all the elements
which are opposed to the Vol's principle. It Is a
Walbridgc-Butlcr-Boodl- e resistance of good govern-
ment and reform.

Yet however wiser he may lie than the polIti:Ians
behind him, Mr. Walbridge's attitude serves only io
contrast the unseemly position of his supporters the
more deeply. By holding to his position nnd declin-
ing to fight as these politicians fight Mr. Walbrldge
will escape the stigma which must attach to them.
Much more than this lie cannot hope to accomplish,
but for this, at least, he will deserve credit. The
difficulties of a reputable citizen dragging the fcitp-po- rt

of Butlcris-- and Boodlclsm are great, and to
come out of them with the least reproach would en-

title him, if not to a certain distinction, at least to
a measure of 'public Indulgence.

VIOLATING THE BANKING LAW.

In his latest installment of the story of Amalga-
mated Copper, Mr. Law son describes the remarkable
banking transaction by which the Amalgamated
Copper Company was born. Among other tilings, he
states that the bank loaned William Rockefeller and
Henry H. Rogers the ?39,000,000 with which the
copper properties, later unloaded upon the public
for $75,000,000, were purchased from Daly, Hagin
and Tevis.

Mr. Lawson feelingly characterizes the bank's
transaction as .monstrously illegitimate, and most
of those who have read his story will agree that, if
he rightly describes the incident. It did violate all
tho rules of conservative, legitimate banking. But
Mr. Lawson does not raise the question as to wheth-
er the bank violated the laws of the United States.

The banking law provides that no national bank
shall lend more than one-tent- li of its capital and sur-
plus to any one person, firm or corporation. This
loan of thirty-nin-e millions was made to twe per-
sons, Rogers and Rockefeller, according to Lawson;
and exceeded the bank's capital and surplus, A
statement showsthat the bank has a capital of $2.1

The only exception which the law m.ilves re-

fers to discounts in the regular course of business.
Of course, the law would be easy of technical

evasion by men of such resources as Mr. Roger.-- and
Mr. Rockefeller, representing the Standaid Oil Cotn-p.in-

That they committed a bubstnntlnl violation
of it, however, seems Inescapable, if Jlf. Lawson's
narrative is true. The point is only material in tli.it
it suggests the question: Just what does the law
mi'iiii to a giant corporation which owns Its own
banks, with combined of many hundreds of
millions? Does not the law Indeed look small?

Yet the law Is designed for the piolection of the
public, nnd notwithstanding It may Icok Mil ill to
corporations and interests which have risen ubovo it,
it is absolutely the only piolection which the public
enjo.vs as against the favorites of back niauageii.

Time Is the commodity wasted most In British busi-

ness houses. The attitude of the English man of busi-

ness, from the "Junior" clerk to the managing director,
sterns to bo that of seeing how llttlo time he can spend
in actual work and how much h can spend In sports,
pleasure and tho Intermissions of business. He works
to llvo Instead of living to work.

An Instanco of this lack of economy In time and
labor is found In the common practice In English offices
of sorUng afternoon tea. And in many instances, this In-

terruption to steady and consecutive application to busi-
ness Is permitted In the forenoon as well as in the aft-
ernoon. Though some houses aro able to cut this dally
stoppage of work down to an aierago of ten minutes, in
most cases it requires fifteen to thirty minutes.

Tho completeness with which this practice disorgan-
izes concentration of thought and dissipates tho results
of steady, uninterrupted application was Impressed upon
mo by an Incident h!ch occurred in an English house
that I was serving. I had an examination of the
work that each clerk had handled the day previous, to
learn tho exact effects on the day's work of the after
noon tea Intermission.

A single one of the results disclosed by that Investiga-
tion Is sufficient to illustrate the effects of tho system.
On the dc3k of one of tho clerks I found an invoice and
a. draft on a customer In a forelsn port. Tho mall
steamer had sailed the day previous and tho next sailing
was two weeks later.

"Why didn't jou get this oh yesterday 7' I asked the
clerk.

"You see. sir," ho complacently replied, "tea was
.Tved before the Invoice was completed, and there was
still the draft to make out."

"Kut you knew that if you didn't stop for ten. you
could easily finish the two documents and get them Into
the outgoing mail while if you failed to do so the letter
couM not bo forwarded for two weeksT"

"Yes. sir but wo always stop for tea; It's the regular
thins here and so"

"And bo." I interrupted, "you deliberately allowed
your tea to delay tho collection of a ery considerable
sum of money for at least two weeks?"

"But," he persisted, "everything stops when tea Is
served over here."

And ho was right. Ferving tea In the offlce of the
13nglsh business man Is ns effective a signal for the
dropping of all work as is th-- i 6 o'clock whistle In the
American factory.

JAPANESE ART'S ONE AIM

IS THAT OF DECORATION.

Mr. Heromlch Shugio. being his aF

Majesty's Art Commissioner to th
Louisiana Purchase Exposition, and beinff
besides a highly cultivated man. unques-
tionably Is th- - highest authority availabls
on Japaneve art. But Mr. Shuglo does not
submit himself readily to 'explaining"
Japanese picture", for he contends tliat
the rms do not need to be explained.

".Still. Mr. Shucio. you remonstrate.
"Europ'an writers have explained Japa- -

nf f art to the extent of volumes, whereas!
it really should come from a Japanese.'

"The European connoisseurs." declared
the Commissioner dr;Iy. "have discovered
far more concerning Japanese art than wi

know oursfives."

Mr. Shuglo declares that this Is distinct-
ly a phase of Japanese art. and
that its importince Is much exaggerated
in the average Western conception of Jap-
anese art. On the other hand, he thfnkn
the mirelv deccratlve function of a pic-

ture Is underestimate! in European art;
for he believes that this Is the only legiti-
mate function of painting.

"Special associations." he raid,
In the Japanese mind with the

cherry blossom, the plum blossom, the
pine tree ard many other flowers and
shrubs, and these in pictures' have & mean-
ing in a general sense.

"But a Japanese picture Is a decoration
simply and solely. That. If you care t
reason it out. ! the origin of pictures.
Man in his development found that h
was not satisfied to be surrounded merely
with the things' which were the means of
satisfjing his phelcal needs. He dtUred
ornamentation, he wanted to beautify. He
found that beautiful things were actually
food for his finer senses. The p!ctur4ii

'ventions, In responding to the art Impulse.- -

But he certainly didn't want tho picture i
tor any purpose other than decoration.
And subsequent attributes of pictures
must have come about in the complex
state of society, when the original use be-
came confused with side Issues. But the
picture as a decoration solely continues
to be a fact In Japan, and we hope that St
will continue so."

Looking upon a splendidly painted Japa-
nese screen in the central room of the
Japanese fine art section, from the Japa-
nese viewpoint as gathered through Mr.
Shugio, ou hav e to apply only one stand-
ard in estimating the quality of Its art;
and that lies in whether or not It satis-
fies the ej e as a harmony In line and color.

Harmony that Is the whole of the mat-
ter.

Being a representation of a pine tree
upon w hich storks are standing, this paint-
ing has tho secondary interest of senti-
ment. The pine tree is strong and endur-
ing, and hence it stands for strength, en-

durance, fortitude. The stork also Is a
long-live- d bird, and strong. The Japanese,
then, would like to have this picture
about him. that it might often lead him
to the contemplation of the virtues it sug-
gests, which promise a long and fruitful
life. But it Is a decoration primarily, and
as such Mr. Shugio expects the American
public to study the pictures In the Japa-
nese section.

Of course, the artist's viewpoint as to
pictures alw ays Is very different from that
of the general public The artist appre-
ciates technique, good drawing, good mod-
eling, exceptional coloring, and so on. With
us, we are always quarreling because the
public Is so ignorant of theso things, and
the Impossible task of educating the pub-
lic Into the artist's viewpoint always Is
being agitated. With the Japanese, de-
clares Mr. Shuglo,' there Is the artist's
viewpoint also, but, ho adds, the artists
are very careful regarding It ns a canon
of their art not to adopt the artist's pref-
erences as a basis of estimating pictures.
"What all the people like." he insists pos-

itively, "Is the best picture."
"And do you know," he continued, "I

find that the average of people who comsi
into our section actually pick out our bean
work for tneir special aamiratton. Tna
intuitively select the best pictures
nave. 'According to the standards prevailing; A
an Western conception of arU
nothing of tho kind is true as to 'Westera.
painting. Wht the public likes is almost
sure to be "artistically" a bad thlnr.
