The climination of grade crossings ean be accom-
plished only through action by the city, aud there
fore it is encouraging to note Mayor Wells's prompt-
pess In baving a general Investigation of conditions
nade, Lews relating to the subject are compli-
cated, and before fully offective action ean be taken
it Is necessary to collect reliable Information. An
investigation is properly the first act.

. There i1s no doubt, further, that Mayor Wells will
bave the investigation finished and that he will In-
#lst upon lwprovements which are required for the
protection of life. He brings determination to all
mufters, and especially to those of such hoportance
as Is this. The investigation will be followed by
action.

Action Is imperative, Et Louls permits and even
authorizes too many dangerous crossings on grade;
It tolerates too mwany compromises for publle safety:
it maintains too many defective and inadequate via-
duets; it remains neglizent, as a clty, In providiog
suitable facilities for passage over networks of
tracke. Fatalities are too frequent; the existing pos-
sibilities, and even probabilities, of accident are 100
many, showing a disregard of the value of life,

Conditions in various parts of the ¢ity are such
that dangerous crossings and points cannot be found
without an investigation. What Improvements and
changes are pecessary must be ascertained. The
law relating to each case and the law relatiog 1o all
cases must be studied. Then the city will know
bow and what to do. When this Information Is ob-
talned the grade crossing will be eliminated, as it
must be.

Mr. Ziegenhein was Mayor of 8t. Louis In the
succeeding four years and his administration was a
logical contiouation of (he rule begun under Mr.

They are well described In a recent
article on “8t. Louls, An Object Lesson In Municipal
Corruptlon” 1: refers first to a previous term and
says, concerning Ed Butler:

These two descriptions, the former by the Repub-
lican party organ, give ue a by no means exagger-
ated picture of elght Republicas years. We may
admit that the first four years were better than
the latter four years. But the beginning was In the
first period. Certainly the latter four years eonld
not have been what they were unless the former
period had nursed the growing monster.

Mr. Ziegeoheln Is not runnlag for Governor of
Missourl and therefore we are not now concerned
with the last half of the ern which made the
world-celebrated boodle history of 8t Louis: but
AMr. Walbridze % munning for Governor, and the
publie therefore rightfully and properly lnspects the
period In which his record of public servie- is laid.
The public bas a right to demand of Mr. Walbridge
a showing of strenuous battle against boodling and
boodlers as a prerequisite for the governorship.

But upon a close serutiny of his record no in-
stances of nutagonisan to corruption appear. On the
contrary, the most conspicuous act of Mr, Wal
bridge’s career o the service of the city was his
champloping, as President of the Council, of the
Bautler garbage contract, which the party organ, the
Gilobe, denounced as the givieg of “a clean mkeoff
from the municlpal treasury™ to Butler; who, by the
way, the Globe has advised, canpot do better than
to vote for Mr. Walbridge this year.

May not the public fairly inquire: In what re-
spect did Mr. Walbridge's administration show a
eharp contrast to Mr, Zlegenheln's administration?
In what particulars was Mr. Walbridge's adminis-
tration superior to Mr. Zlegenheln's? The Repubile
will not contend that the Mayor himself was a man
of better type In Walbridge's time than In Zlegen-
hein's. But In work done agalnst boodle where Is
the difference?

Another question which the people may properly
consider at this time. and a very important ques
tiop, s this: In the event that Mr. Walbridge
should be elected Governor and by the same votes
Ed Butler and the hoodle elements should trinmph
this fall and next spring in 8t. Louls, what kiod of a
municipal administration would we have? What
kind of a municipal regime does Mr. Walbridge
guarantee to 8t. Louia?

Would it be any better than the fonr years noder
Mayor Wallahlee or the four years under Mayor
Ziegenhein? With a Walbridge-Butler-Boodle alll-
ance in power at the capital and fu the city, would
not & return to those old conditions be Inevitable?
And if not, what is to prevent t?

RECIPROCITY WITH CANADA.

Last week the Republicon members of the Boston
Chamber of Commerce commitiee of one hundred
drafted and sizned an appeal to the Republican
State Convention and the penple asking that the full
welght of Massachusetis Republican influence be
used In pressing upon Congress and the administra-
tion the importancé of more liberal trade relations
with Canadu. Similar appeals are expected from
other Massachuserts clties.

But why appeal to the Republiean party? For
