las of the human they had more of
the divine precaratioi. One. of these was
Amos, frcra whos book we study to-d-

one of the earliesu If not th earliesL of
this class. He had teen a hrdmn of
Teltoa. (Amos LI) He -ft his secular
pursuit, for a time at least, and came
with hurninr xeal to deliver a meare
from fled to the wayward people of Jtidan
and Israel, both klccdoms heicr retardedas of the chosen people We commence
our study in the middle of his book with a
pa93CJ flat pertains to the klnriom of
Irael.

SECURITr (Verse-- a) It was a time of
discontent aod alarms In Israel. Foreign
wars had been wared with dlssstrou re-
sults. Internal dissensions had arrayed
classes of poa! aramst each other. Th
rulers were 111 at ease, not knowlnjr when
or how trouble. Intrigue and rebellion
mlxh: come. Th thourhtfnl were look-lr- g-

In various directions for grounds of
security It was an opportune moment for
the prophet to utter word of comforL
This he did by dellverthE; Gods messar
and declarinc that there was but. one way
to national order, peace and properlty.
and that was to return to the loyal serv-
ice of God. Tfce wise man had set forth
tfce doctrine centuries before (Prov. xiv,
3D. but it sem to have ben forgotten.
" Seelc ye me and ve shall live" was God's
word to a retelllou people, a call to Rive
up their Idols and their sins, to return to
their old allegiance and seek in all sii-cer-

tfce favor and protection of tfce Al-
mighty. It was the same teaching that
was delivered sjfcsecruently by one of the
most Influential of the prophets. (Isa.
tv. t)

DANGER (Verses) 5 and 1) Over airalnst
every promise there is a warning. The
latter Is Quite as necessary as the former.
Life Is made up of alternatives to he
chosen. There hung over the natlen tfce
danger that Instead of seeking- tfce Lord,
who only could deliver, there would be
seelrirc for help where It had been vainly
sought in the former years Itethei wis
the place appointed for the worship of
cnlve et up hy Jeroboam B C 572. (I
KInc ill. J Do cot resort to that place.
Neither enter Into GllgaL ror vet into
Beer-shefc- a. places that had been mad fa-
mous by great events, one in the time of
Joshua (Josh. Iv. 13). tfce other In patri-
archal history. (.Gen xxL 33.) Thre had
rone abroad a popular belief In local
deities whoe favor was supposed to be In-
dicated by snectal events and sought bv
some who returned to the same y.

The prophet points out the folly of such
course anl urge the people not to resort
to anj-- eurh method of finding desIrM se-
curity, which was sure to fail It has
ever been a weakness with men to seek
to other means rather than to God. By
such acts they provoke the Almighty to
wrath

POWER (Veres T. S and 9 ) Amos next
shows why the people shout! seek the
Lord and refrain frcm the vain efforts so
commonly made with such disastrous re-

sults. He urges from the .strength or pow-

er of God thit h ts worthy to be trusted.
an argument frequently employed In Scrip-
ture. Eon. III. 3X) Three Illustration of
divine power are given. FlrsL he maaeth
or control the seven star and Orion
the two constellations that had attracted
so much attention In the ancient world.
(Job xxxvlli. 31.) Second, the succession
of day and night Is under God's direction.
He turn the darkness into morning and
make th light to fade away In darkness.
Third. th rain rise and falls a h ap-
points, being gathered from the ocenn and
preclrltated upon th land. A h" Is a
God of almighty rower, shown by Us won-
derful dealing in nature. o lie elves
strergth unto his people, who after their
defeat In battle are able to return and
storm the strong fortres. to make reprl-aI- a

and to become masters of it. How ut-
terly foolish la It to turn to Idols for na-
tional defene. How evidently wise to
seek th Lorj who Is almighty.

PERVERHrTT (Versa 10 ) There U next
aa abrupt transition in the prophet's
thouchL After dealter in general terms
with the conditions or national security
and prosperity, urging all to trust Je-
hovah, Amos proceeds to exhibit tte de-
plorable condition Into which tfce people
had fallen. They not only treated one an-
other unjustly, but ther bated the officers
of Justice who Fought to punish for
wrocg-doln- r. Every efrU case was ed

by elders, who sat tn the gate of
the city and heard witnesses (Ruth lr. 3.
and the verdict was entitled to respect a
much as are thelec2slons of our court.
But these Judres were hated and the wit-
nesses who gave truthful testimony were
abhorred simply because by this method
the guilty were punished. In like man-
ner the faithful teachers of religion were
despised, even as the King of Israel re-
garded Mlealah, and esteemed him an
enemy (I Kings xxil. 8), because this man
of uoa rerragea tne monarcn ror cu
sins. This spirit marked the low depths
of depravity, the surprising perversity
Into which Israel had fallen, from which
Amo would deliver.

JUDGMENT (Vers U.) Every evil
deed brings upon the offender its own ap
propriate penalty. (Heb. tt. 2.) Retribu
tion Is certain under every system or re-
ligion and In every age and land. Men
may escape, for a time, but the conse-
quences will sooner or later overtake
them. So universal Is this law that there
Is something tn human nature that ex-
pects the Infliction. (Heb. x. 27.) Amos
calls attention to this fact. They who
have oppressed the poor will themselves
suffer under the Imposition of a Just God.
They who have built houses for them-
selves of a costly ar.d magnificent stylo
that they may live luxuriously In them
srlll be thrust oul deprived of the com-
fort which they had expected. They who
have planted vineyards and kept back the
wares of the laborers (James v. 4). shall
not drink of the wine. In thee declara-
tions the prophet intends to teach that
riches gathered by fradulent methods shall
be unprofitable to those who gather them.
They shall not even be retained. These
reproofs and warnings rested upon the
eternal principles of the, divine govern-men- t,

which many had entirely over-
looked.

KNOWLEDGE Vere) 12 and 13.) The
prophet also aOrmed that God was fully
acquainted with the wickedness of tfce
nation. It may be that some thought
they tad successfully concealed their do-
ings, much of which had been in secret
between man and man. But the eye that
Inolr rrmflrrasJlv xxrtnn all the wnvs nf
men had not haea taUffeient to th aftBo- -

lions and oppressions that had been prac-
ticed. The distress of the poor had been
wltr.ess.rd as they turned away In the
gate, where thy sought their nghL. but
where bribery had prevented the Jut de-
cision.
