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Straj Bullet Prom Pistol of One of Four Men Who "Were Chasing
Oliver J. Beck, a Itepublican Judge of Registration, Ends tin:
Life of Young Attorney on the Steps of the St. Louis Law
School at Fourteenth and Locust Streets.

The police last night were unable to tell
who fired the shot that killed Frederick
E. Scheel. the J ounff law student who waa
struck by a stray bullet from the pistol of
one of several men who wera engaged In
a running fight with Oliver J. Beck, a
registration Judge, jesterday afternoon.

Scheel fell on the steps of the St. Louis
Ijiw School, at No. HIT Locust street,
from which ha waa graduated last spring.

B'ck was a Republican judge at tha
registration1 booth, and the shooting that
caused Scheel's death resulted from his
challenge of three men, who desired to
register, giving Jefferson Hotel as their
place of residence.

Beck is under arrest, as is George
Hon man of No. H"0 Washington avenue,
a ho, tho police have reason to believe.
may be able to cive information, r- - to
the identity of the man who fedthe
shot.

Beveral men entered the booth at Four-
teenth and Et. Charles streets. In the
paint shop of J. D. Stevens, and registered,
giving their residence as the Jefferson Ho-

tel. Beck doubted their statements, and,
after several questions, requested one of
tha men to accompany him to the hotel
to lerlfy them.

BTB.UCK HIM IN FACE.
As he stepped out into the street one of

the men struck him In the face with his
fist. Beck ran to the middle of the street
and drew his pistol, saying: "Stand back
or I'U hoot."

It Is reported that at least eleven men
followed Beck into the street.

When Beck Crew1 hla pistol four of the
men In tha crowd also drew revolvers and
dared him to shoot. Instead Beck ran up
Fourteenth street to Locust and turned
west, with the four men in close psrsult.

Those who heard the shooting say one
shot was fired first, seemingly near the
corner, and that when the men had
reached a place in front of the Crawford
Theater, five or six more wera fired. One
of these struck and killed Scheel.

Scheel, It Is supposed, waa returning to
the school to talk over an examination
which he was about to take, with his old
Instructor, William S. Curtis, dean of the
law school. He heard the shot behind him
and, turning U learn the cause, was
struck by two bullets.

One bullet entered the right breast, pen-

etrating the lung, and a second passed
through his right arm. He walked fifty
feet to the gate In front of the law school
before he felL As he reached the gate he
called for help, and two men. one of them
an old classmate, ran to his assistance,
carrying him up on the steps.

Doctor U. 8. Boone, No. KB North
Fourteenth street, was summoned, and
when he arrived, pronounced Scheel be-

yond any aid. He was taken to the City
Hospital, where the body is being held
pending the Coroner's inquest.

O. H. Harden, No. 1 Locust street,
who claims to be an eyewitness, said yes-

terday that it was a large man standing in
the middle of Locust street who fired the
abot which struck Scheel. He said that he
saw Beck running west on Locust street
and a few yards behind him came four
other men, armed. Scheel was stani.g
between Beck and his pursuers when tht
big man raised his weapon and fired two
shots.

Scheel staggered to the gate before he
fell, uhlle the man who fired the shots
coolly threw the shells from his pistol and
walked back toward the corner.

Don Stewart of the Crawford Theater
Company stated that he heard the shots.

going to the door of his office, which
opens onto Locust street, saw four men

Lwlth revolvers firing at a fifth man who
Iwas running n est. As ho saw no one fall
' he believed the cartridges were blanks. He

saw the men empty their weapons and
walk away.

Lindsey Kendrick, No. 1517 Washington
avenue, a newsboy, claims to have seen
the whole affair. He stated that Beck
had run up Fourteenth street and west
en Locust with four men atit--r him. each
armed with a revolver. After the shots
had been fired, policemen arrivei on the
scene. The four men. seeing the policemen,
disposed of their weapons and ran afttr
Beck, calling out to stop him.

In this manner, tho whole attention of
the police wis turned from the real per-
petrators of the deed to a man who
claims to have had no part In it. except
that he was the person for whom the
shots were intended,

PISTOL NOT TJSED.

Beck Is a horseshocr. and it is said he
had permission to carry a weapon, as ho
was a nonunion workman. SIr.-Jtll- a

Krlgbaum. at whose home he lived, stat-

ed that Beck remarked at lunch time that
he needed a "gun." as there might be
trouble at the pollls.

Scheel was born in Belles 'He. 111.. Octo
ber 5, 1SJ1. He was educated In the Belle-
ville schools, from which be was gradu-
ated four j ears ago, going to 'the Wash-
ington University. He studied law two
years at the St. Louis School, which Is
a branch of the Washington University.'7,roni which he was graduated a year
ago last June. (

Illinois requires a man to have studied
law at least three years and to this end
Scheel had been applying himself. His
examination was to have taken place In
October. tHis teachers and his employers have
baye spoken of him in terms of tha high-
est praise, and his reputation has always
been that of a studious man. He lived at
tho homo of his parents. Doctor and Mrs.
A. M. Scheel, in Belleville. He was an
only son and the news of his death is
said to have prostrated the father.

OFFICERS OF GUARDS
ORDERED TO THE IVA1!.

St. Petersburg. Sept. St. a. m.
There Is a story afloat that a suddm call
has been Isued to olUcera of the guard
regiments, stationed at St. Petersburg, to
report for service at the front.

According to report tho order directs
that eight out of a total of (lllv-j- lt of-
ficers of each regiment should be chon
by lot and drafted to scrva with regiments
now In the far East.

It Is stated that the order ha aroused
great discontent. Wholo reg'racnts ore
anxious to go to tho theater of war. but
tho oncers Intensely dislike the prospect
of the organization being split up. It Is
Impossible at this tlmo to obtain authori-
tative confirmation or denial of the report.

If true, this action Is probably one of
the first steps toward carrying out the
Emperor's decision to form a second Man-churl-

army.- - It will be formed of the
corps which are being sent to the far
East, and Lieutenant General Llnevltch
probably will be given the command of
the second army. General Kuropatkln
will become chief of both armies, but
probably without the title of Commander
In Chief. It Is this Impending reorganiza-
tion which seems to hav e led to the count-
less rumors and reports afloat here of
Kuropatkln's supercession of Viceroy
Alexieff as Commander In Chief of the
army, and the tatter's resignation.
EXPECT NO DECISIVE
FIGHTING AT MUKDEN..,

While still Insisting that General Kuro-
patkln has sufficient troops Lt Makden to
contest tho Japanese advance, tbo War
Of3ce admits that lt Is not likely that a
decisive battle will be fought there. It Is
officially denied that heavy Cghtlrg has
occurred there. Everything goes to show
that tho mala Russian position is now at
Tie Pass, linked by hills running out on
the left and by the river on the right.

Official reports to the War Office are to
the effect that tho Japanese did not make
any further move toward Mukden until
September 17. when rcconnolsances in
force disclosed that they were still miss-
ing at Tental and Bentslaputze. No Jap-
anese havo been discovered east of the
latter pclnr.

The reconnolssances. General Kuropat-
kln sajs, were brilliantly carried out by
Generals, SamsonofTs and Renncnkampf s
Co3sack br!gades.wlth a mixed detachment
of Infantry and artillery, under Reancn-kamp- fs

personal command. They captured
a village north of Bentslaputze. which was
usd as a pivot.

The Ruslans drew ctf later, losing a few
men killed or wounded, after securing val-

uable information regarding the Jaranesa
strength and position.

A couple of days earlier General
detachment of Cossacks recon-nolter- ed

toward Tental at the cost of a few
score wounded, as reported In the Associ-
ated Press dispatch from Mukden, Sep-

tember IS.

OFFICERS AND MEN
OF' LENA PAROLED.
REPUBLIC SPECIAL,

Washington. Sept. 19 Unless an agree-
ment Is made between Russia and Japan
at some later date, the officers and crew
of the Lena will remain paroled prison-
ers of war in San Francisco unUl the
end of hostilities.

Rear Admiral Goodrich telegraphed the
Navy Department to-d- that be had for-

warded the full text of Ids agreement
with Captain Berllnsky of the Lena by
malL Under this agreement, the otllcers
and crew are paroled In San Franclco. so
as to give them the freedom of the city,
but they are forbidden to go beyond the
limits. The expense of their living Is to
be paid by the Russian Government.

This Government takes It upon lte!f to
refuse to allow the Russians to return to
their native country unless under an
agreement with Japan. Under th laws
of neutrality, the United States Govern-
ment is now responsible for these mn
and could only be relieved by an agree

Commandant of Guards at the
Fair Prohahly Will He Or-

dered to His Charge.

Washington. Sept- - 19. Lieutenant Col-

onel II. P. Kingsbury. Commandant
of "the Jefferson Guards at the World's
Fair, probably will be relieved from
duty and ordered to hs command. The
military secretary of the army at Wash-
ington declined to give out any positive
Information on the subject but In-

timated that there would be a statement
when tho order presumably

would be Issued.

Neither Colonel Klnr.bary nor the Ex
position officials would discuss the subject
yesterday, and a confirmation of the re-

port could not bo obtained from the
end.

Colonel Kingsbury has In command
of the Jefferson Guards slnc last March,
when ho was sent to the Fair to execute
the difficult task of organizing a small
army for tho preservation of peace and
order on the largest exposition site In
history.

He took command March IS. succeeding
Colonel E. A. Godwin, who was relieved
after a service of about two years at the
Fair. At that time there were two oncers
and less than 2lX men constituting the
Jefferson Guards.

Colonel Kingsbury Immediately obtained
a detaU of a full staff of officers and set
about the organization of tho guards. By
gradual increases the command has been
brought up to Its present strength of 723
men.

With this force, he has policed the vast
Exposition site with fewer accidents, less
loss of llfo and property to both the Visi-

tors and the resident population on the
site than has been the case at other ex-
positions with mora men on guard. At
the Chicago exposition tho force of
Columbian Guards numbered 1.700 men to
police a slto about half the area of the
World's Fair.
