A desperate struggle then ensued, in the
course of which the assassin drew a dag-
ger and slashed Neldgardt in the hand.

flicting a severe wound. The assassin was
arrested.

Chief of Polio- - Neldgardt and Prince
Obolensky, his assistant were Inspecting
some new Government buildings In the
Boulevard Nicholas the attack was
made.

As they approached the Eushkln monu-
ment a young man, wearing a blue hlons,
drew a revolver from his pocket and fired
t the Chief. Though he was only a few
tens away, the aim was poor, and the

ball did not strike the Chief.
Prince Obolensky leaped forward like

a flash and 6trock the revolver from the
man's hand as he was preparing to shoot
again. The revolver fell to the pavement
and the two men grappled.

The assassin managed to free one of
his hands before Neldgardt reached them,
and drew a dagger, with which he slashed
the Chief as he approached. A le

fight followed, but the Princo was
not wounded. FlnaUr the assassin was
overcome and placed In custody. Tie re-
fuses to sire bis came or tell anything
about himself.

"Whether he Is an anarchist attempting
to carry out the proposed terrorist plot
discovered some tlmo ago, or whether he
1 merely a fanatic acting ladependenUy. Is
not known.

The police are diligently Investigating
the case to ascertain. If possible, if there
Is any connection between this case and
the assassination of Von Plahve, the late

The registration for purely clly
elections In 1S03 was considerably lower.

1503. showed
but 117.737 registered voters.

The dilatory acUon or the Judges or
the recent registration has prevented any
accurate count or the first three days be-
ing made. for. although they were pro-
vided with blanks on which to make dally
returns, there were numbers of precincts
from which no returns had been recoiledas late as last night.

Washington. Sept 22. President i:ooe- -
ent and party arrived here over the

Pennsylvania Railroad from Oyster Bay
at :S2 this afternoon.

The President's train was delayed about
thirty-si- x minutes by an accident to the
rear drive wheel of the locomotive as it
entered the tunnel at Baltimore. Tho en-

gine was Immediately detached and another
procured to pull the train to Washington.
The accident caused no damage to the
train.

Fortunately, the train was proceeding
at a very slow-- rate of speed when the
accident occurred, or the result might have
been much, more serious. It was r.ot mak-
ing more than three miles an hour, when
In seme unaccountable manner the tire of
the rear drive wheel on the left side of
the engine broke and curled off. One end
of It protruded upward and Jammed
through the boiler of the engine, caus-
ing an almost Immediate shutUng oft of
the steam.

Engineer Weatherby put on the air-
brakes ODd tho train came to a stop. A
request was sent to the yard for another
engine. After half on hour's delay an-

other engine was attached to the train
and It proceeded to Washington.

SAYS NEXT TIME

HE WILL FIND POLE

Lieutenant I'e.iry Declare He
Will Again .Make a Dash

Into Arctic Circle.

COST MAY BE $200,000.

Points to the Pawning of Queen
Isabella's Jewel. as an In-

ducement for Financial
Aid From Women.

IJeutenant Commander Hubert E. Peary.
Arctic explorer and lecturer; attracted an
audience at Festival Hall last night num
bering about 3.C persons, many of whom
wero scientists who are attending the Con-
gress of Arts and Sciences now la session
at the World's Fair.

Peary told of his four trliu to the Arctic
Circle, the dangers he encountered, the
discoveries made on these incursions to
the great ucknown lcelands of the North
and closed with the ttnnouncement that he
is even now preparing for another trip of
discover- - to that region.

All of the trips, undertaken by Mr.
Peary have been fitted out by private en-
terprises. In jvhlch the United States Gov-
ernment has not taken a hand. The fail-
ure or the Gre-el- expedition. In which
the Government spent large amounts or
money l, in a measure, responsible Tor
this, said Mr. Peary.

"I have been frequently ed what It Is
that takes men Into the Arctic regions In
search or the North Pole. It Is tl'e appeal
of the primeval world to the primeval
man. stirring the last drops of the men
still lingering In our veins.

"It is the feeling that was In the heartor Columbus and Balboa, of Stanley, and
will be In the hearts of a few more men
until the earth gives up its last unknown
mile.

GREAT GEOGRAPHICAL PRIZO
"The North Pole Is the last great geo-

graphical prize." he said, "that the world
has to offer to man; the prize for which
the civilized nations have been struggling
unsuccessfully for centuries: the trochy
which the grandest nation will be proud to
win. My plan of campaign is based upon
the Smith Sound or American routes.
Starting north about the first or next
July, I shall make every effort to force
my ship to the northern shore of Grant
Land, where she wilt go Into winter quar-
ters.

"Four ships have already accomplished
this voyage. With the earliest returning
light of the following February I shall
start north across the pobir pack with my
party of some twnty-nv- e Eskimo and
sledges. From time to time I shall send
back men and sledges-- , and the last stage
of she Journey will be made by only three
or four sledges.

"Returning. I should reach my ship In
time to take her nut of winter quarters)
In the summer and start south. If condi-
tions are not so favorable the first year, I
shall try again the second season.

COST MAY' BE I3.0X).
"The total cost of the expedition will be

from 1139.000 to CC0.0OX Commander Peary
expects to raise this amount by popular
subscription, and his efforts have been
so far successfuUthat the keel of his new
ship Is now being laid. He placed espe-
cial stress upon the faet that he expects
to secure aid from American women,
"for. he said.

gathered In the assembly hall of the lal-ac- e

of Education yesterday afternoon.

Parliament, representing Aberdeen. Scot-Isn- d.

tributions to the literature of political and
social rsarch and history has achieved a
fame which has become world-wid- e. HU

most distinguished and valued work".
"The American Commonwealth" and "The
Holy Roman Empire." hve ben accept-
ed as text-boo- by the leading uni-

versities of the world and have been
translated Into practically every modt-r-

language. For this reason the audience
which heard his address repre-
sented nearly every nation or the globe
and. Judged by the standard or Interest
and attendance, the session of je'terday
afternoon, which he oddrewed. was the
chief feature or the congress up to thH
time.

URGES CIVIL SERVICE.
Throughout this notable contribution to

current political theory. Mr. Brycr pleaded
ror an absolute system or civil servicer
which, he held, should be tho dominating
rorce In every Government which pretend-e- el

to be democratic. The servants or the
public, wherever they might be empIoed.
from chief magistrate to the humblest at-

tache of a minor office, he held, should be
selected by merit and should gain promo-
tion through seniority combined with
merit Absolute freedom from political In
fluences, either legislative or personal, he
held, would be tho enly method whereby
true popular government would reach the
desired end promised by theoretical demo-
cratic principles.

In opening Ms address, Mr. Bryce said:
"The subject ot National Administra-

tion Is one of wide scope as well as great
Impo'tancc. This Is but a. t!rd's-e- y sur-
vey which 1 can make y. rather than
a description of the features of adminis
tration.

ORIECT OF GOVERNMENT.
"Ily national administration I mean the

whole action of the state In maintaining
and defending Itself and In securing for
Its members, the citizens, wliat It under-
takes to do for them. It Is that organiza-
tion which the community has created for
the two great purposes of
and of mutual benefit.

"It has four alms first th defense of
the community against external foe: sec-
ond, the protection of the persons or bott-
les within the government against an In-

ternal foe. which is to say a rebellion:
third, to provide for the members of the
community, that Is. order and enforce-men- t

of civil rights, or peace and Justice: fourth,
to extend to th members of the commu-
nity various advantages which they mifht
protidc for themselves.

In developing the last topic Mr. Bryce
stated that In the Nineteenth Century
government had taken unto Itself the reg-

ulation of public conveniences, such as the
railroad, the mall service, telegraph and
telephone lines and other utilities, which
In former days) wero exclusively private
enterprises'. Ho said that in some case
governmental control was properly the
function ot an administration, but that
there was a grave doubt as to the privi-
lege ot a government to assert Itselr too
strongly In private enterprises, such as
great combinations or capital, which ore
now so prevalent At the same time, there
are nest want and new demands, which
must be met by the popular government

Mr. Bryce then took up the question or
civil service, which he held was the most
Important or the questions which con-

cerned popular government Germany, he
said, was the furthest advanced of Euro-
pean states in the utility and value of civil
service.

Great Britain, he said, ranked next, tak-
ing place with France. Because he had
been In charge or one or the great de-

partments or British Government and hail
hi d the opportunity of Judging for hlm- -

sc.f the merits of the system, he took that
country as an example of what civil serv-
ice should be.

or all the persons In the public service
or Great Britain he said that only forty
changed with the retirement and conse-

quent assumption of power of a new gov-

ernment. At the age or 3 all Government
employes are obliged to retire, and promo,
tlons are made by seniority and merit

The theories or Mr. Bryce were sum-

marized by him as roltows:
DISABILITY OF SPECIAL POWER.

"Every country which desires to be well
administered must keep two things vital.
One Is to keep Its pubUc service pur. To
keep It pure It ought in these days of
increased temptations to be well paid.
