All the Russ=iae, In the Palace of Varled
Industriea at the World's Falr, were rulned
by vandals Tuesdsy night. The author of
the outrage has not been apprehended,
The dAestruction wa= accomplished some-
time beiween the closing of the palace at
sundown Tues.ay night ano the opening
yesterday morning.

In the Ru=sian section of the palace gre
several poriralts of his imperial Majesty.
One In particular Is a large and valuable
portralt, done In colored silk. Every pic-
ture of the Czar was torn from the wall,
hurled on the floor and the heels of the
vandal crushed into the painted linea-
ments.

The large =ilk portralt, which was the
most valuable, auffered the most damage.
This ma= badly malireated by the vandal
or vandals who, after evidently jumping
upon It, subjected st to the greatest ig-
nominy.

Great was the Indignation of the Rus-
slans In charge of the exhibit when they
arrived at the mection and viewed the work
of the vandals,

An pothing else had bhern damamed or
stolen it became apparent that the work
was that of an enemy of the Russian Em-
peror, and the matter was Immediately re-
perted to Chief Hulbert and also te Prosi-

; dent Francie.

Detectives were immbdiately put to work
on the case, and those In charge of the
exhibit are hopeful of apprehending the
guilty person or persons.

A local
company I3 sakl o have made this propo-
sitton and while on Its face It may seem
ridiculous.
