MEET AT THE FAIR

Death of Tnele Prevents Presi-
dent Francis From Welcom-
ing Dilegates to Interna-
tionil Congress,

The International Englneesrs" Congress
held jts firet mession in Congress Hall yes-
terday morning at 10 o'clock. Thig Is the
first Internationa] congress of epgineers
that has been held in this country in ten
yeurs and It s the best attended of the
Kind #ver held, The meeting {2 held under
the ausplees of the American Soclety of
Civil Engineers, which hus charge of the
entertalnment and comfort of the forelgn
delegates.

The mecting was called to order by the
chairman of the COrganlzation Commitioe,
Henry 8, Halne=s of Detroit, Mich.

Charles Hermany of Loulsville, Ky., the
president, was then introduced, and greet-
ed the delegates, saying: ““We are here to

‘to prepare the wany for those that are to

come. In fine, we are here to move the
world. not by the Archimedian Lever, but
by the comblned uses by which we strive
to obtain supremacy of mind over mat-

President Francis was not present to
welcome the members, owing 1o the death
of an uncle. Director of Exhibits Fred-
erick J. V. Bkiff acted in his stead. Mr.
Skiff sald that It was a difficult task to
appear to the satisfaction of others in the
