ADMISSION'S TO THE BAR.
Judge John D. Lawson, dean of the Missouri

University Law School, has presented a report to
the Missouri Bar Association, recommending more
stringent requirements for entrance to the bar In
Missouri. The report recommends that at the next
General Assembly a bill be introduced providing for
the appointment of a State board of legal examiners
having power to accept or reject all applications for
entrance to the bar 'of the' State. '

During the past year Dean Lawson and Judge
Vasco II. Roberts of the Missouri University Law
School have made an extensive canvass of the law-

yers of the State, laying before them the proposed
bill. Of the ISO answers received at Columbia, SOO

are In favor of the bill and only 20 men have ex-

pressed themselves as opposed to It.
That the proposed bill will have the sanction of

public opinion goes without saying. Uniform re-

quirements for admittance to the bar aro desirable.
The question of requirements should not be de-

termined by locality. It should not, for instance, be
easier for a man to enter the practice in the country
than in the cities.

Under the proposed system no one will be al-

lowed to practice law in the State until he shall
have completed the course of study In an approved
law school or passed an examination similar to that
required for graduation at a law school.

Under existing laws, any Circuit Judge may ad-

mit one to the bar, and. although the law requires
an examination, the examinations are always of
the most cursory sort, while In many cases the ap-

plicant Is admitted on evidence hardly more than
that at some time or other he has read law.

Obviously sucl: conditions need correcting, and
Judge Lawson's report seems to supply the correc-

tion. The practice and profession of law In Mis-

souri should be raised at least to the plane and
standards existing in the other foremost States of
the Union.

.

KNOWLEDGE AND SPECIALTIES.
The specialization of Knowledge and of

Interests based on knowledge has been
carried so far that the phrase " liberal
education " has now hardly any meaning.
Highly specialized knowledge Is begetting
on every side Intolerance and narrow ne--- s

of vl-i- and of spirit. We are to-d- sur-

rounded by hosts of uneducated scholars.
They are men who know almost c cry-thi-

about something, but little or noth-

ing about the real significance of that
something and its place In the scheme of
things. Nicholas Murray Butler. In the
September Review of Reviews.

President Butler made this broad assertion with
an exalted hope that the uneducated scholars would
expand their special spheres and endeavor to get into
sympathy with the general "scheme of things." No
persons less realize, perhaps, than do these unedu-

cated scholars jliat research in any particular de-

partment of science moves without progress unless
It bears straight in the direction of the common har-

bor.
That numerous scientists are prone to exaggerate

the importance of their specialties above the har-

mony of all 'knowledge and above the significance
of tills harmony; that they are prone to go so far
as to subvert the sound philosophy of real life to
fallacious opinions which are propagated out of spe-

cialization, is a state the existence of which seems
to be confirmed by at least one address which was
delivered at an international assembly of scholars.

Speaking or genius, a prominent university pro-

fessor said. In illustration: "Such men leave tho im-

pulsion of their character upon the character of
the nations. Around these men arc grouped sets of
students called schools, and Btudents take ideas
and manners from their instructor by imitation."
Here Is 'a declaration which 'accentuates the very
point of President Butler's assertion.

Education Is in a bad way, no doubt. If students
"take ideas and manners from their instructors by
imitation." If knowledge is imparted by "imita-
tion" and if manners are passed on by simulation,
men of. genius may succeed in creating fantastic
schools, but Uicy arc not impressing their character
upon the character of the nations.

Imitation dees not build true character; nor does
mimicry of manners. And as to- - "grouped. setsof
students called" schools," they personify the "nar

rowness of yision and of spirit" concerning which
President Butler writes.

It is questionable whether these students whose
education is "imitation" and whether these "schools"
which compose the perfervid worshipers of
doctrines and of doctrinaires, do real good for even
particular departments of kuowlrdge. Fur what-
ever good they do is infected with the poison of
"narrowness of vision and of spirit." and this poi-

son has to be counteracted or eliminated by the an-

tidote of broader vision and of broader spirit be-

fore the good can be included iu the "echeme of
things."

Men of genius Impress their character upon the
character of int'ons, no doubt; this is admitted gen-
erally. Rut tlieyJ.do,jiot-mak- i' tlfeir' impressions
through imitators and through simulators. Tlieie is
no character in "schools" composed of imitator-- ;

while there is character in schools established upon
healthy sympathy for the truth in spcci.il teachings
or research, a sympathy which Is haiinonized with
general truth.

In these times it is not easy for an investigator
to consider the "scheme of things" Knowledge is
ast, and no man can learn much of everything. But

it is a fact that every departiuenr of knowledge is
a fundamental part of all knowledge and that it
must inevitably lit with the scheme. And it fol-

lows, therefore, that tin- - specialist can. and fhoul(!
adjust his conception of the whole by cultiratiu
broadness of vision and of spirit.

CONCIiALMENT OF EVIL.

ccuiion ami ex)osure 01 nooanug are nan ior .Mi-
ssouri. The secrete which Kelly exposes are the kind
which Mr. Walbridge would preferably have kept,
for the sake of Mi-so- so lie has intimated.

It is true that dKciosuies like Kelly's do injure
the boodle system which happen to be behind Mr.
Walhriclgo in his race for the governorship, but it is

difficult to comprehend how the keeping of such
criminal secrets could subserve the public welfare.

Mr. Walbridge Is commended to a close study of
Kelly's coufessiou. Perhaps he will change his
mind.

SMOKE NUISANCE

GREATLY ABATED

Inspector Jones Reports a De-

crease of Erom 75 to SO Per
Cent Suggests That Fire-

men Be Examined. ,

St. Louis bids fair soon to become a
mokcless city. In bis report to Mayor

Weil" estriay Charles H. Jones. Chief
Smoke Inspector, says that there has
teen a decrease cf from 73 to SO per cent
in the emission cf dense smoke from
plants Ufing boilers.

There ere at present 921 plants which
devices orare using smoke-cocsuml-

else burn smokeless fuel. The railroad
oniclals. it is raid, have given instructions
to th ir crews to avoid as much as possi-- !

k the emission cf smoke from locomo-

tives. Consuming devices have en

placed on many of the boilers which
cause so much smoke in the winter, and
Inspector Jones believes there TVill b9
a decided decrease in smefce.

The report shows that suits havi beesi
Instituted against 137 violators of th'J
smoke-abateme- law. with the result
that most of them have been fined from
JJ3 to Jl-- 0 in the Court of Criminal Cor-
rection. Eleven cases are still pending,
and one of these ven by the city has
been appealed by the defendant to th
Supreme Court.

Inspector Jones is not satisfied, bow-eve- r,

with having caused such a great
decrease in smoke and proposes a num-
ber of measures which he thinks would
aid In removing the nuisance. He pro-
poses that all Bremen, many of whom ho
says are Ignorant of the handJng of
smoke-consumi- devio-s- . be subject to
the same examination as engineers. An-
other proposal is that th. Municipal As-
sembly take a har.d in the movement R-
eappointing a lolnt committee from the
Council and House to make a thorough
examination of the plants in the city.
After the Investigation in St. Louis ha
propoes that the committee, with mem-
bers from h! denartment. make, an exam-
ination of the smoke situation in otherlarge cities.
