MISSOURI GOVERNMENT.
From the standpoint of economical and efficient

administration Missouri y enjoys the distinc
tion of being the best;governcd State in the Union
a fact which must be borne In mind by the people.
The cry and movement for "good goi eminent" does
not by any means imply that Missouri has suffered
"bad" government in the sense of extravagant, in-

efficient or neglectful administration; but refers to
the fact that some men, both Democrats and Re-

publicans have been guilty of bribe-takin-g

in office.

The controlling forces ot Democratic administra-
tion for the past third of a century, which have
brought this State's affairs into a condition of un-

surpassed excellence, have been honest forces; in
the mam the Democratic party has been dominated
by Integrity as well as competence. The cases of
dishonesty occurring in the party have not been of
a nature to discredit the party; they were related
to a system not within but without the party. The
nucleus and chief strength of the boodle legislative
system was in the minority party is still in that
party. Boodle developments first disclosed the Re-

publican machine's systematized corruption in St.
Louis, and when the investigations were carried to
Jefferson City it became evident that, although

Democratic legislators were Involved In the
n rongdoing. the corruption there was a part of the
same machine system. The boodle clique imbedded
in the Assembly represented, in to far as it repre-

sented anything political, the Republican machine;
it drew scattering auxiliaries from the other side.

These distinctions should be carefully preserved
In tho people's minds. "Good government" in Mis-

souri now means thorough good government. Ad-

ministratively, the State government has been one
of honesty, efficiency and financial success. The
battle this year is for a standard which shall lift the
legislative side to the same level.

Under Republican municipal rule boodle attained
Its method and system. The State Legislature was
affected sympathetically, as it were there was a
direct connection betwen St Louis boodle and Jef-

ferson City sandbagging. The St. Louis investiga-
tions led directly into the system at the capital, and
the system proved to be Republican.

Missouri's Democratic administration has been
consistently of a character deserving the support of
honest and intelligent citizenship. When the Dem-

ocrats assumed charge and responsibility of the
State government they found it in a condition of
destitution, rank misgovernment and corruption.

ceeding administrations. Missouri under Demo-

cratic government has taken a rank with the great
and foremost States of the Atlantic seaboard.

DODGES THE POINT.
Charles S. Deneen coquetted with the Illinois sit-

uation in his Belleville address. He" would edge
around closely at times. It seemed as if he were
about to say something important The next minute
he would be defending Republican policies in the
Philippines. His eloquence, summed up, was de-

voted to matters concerning the Senate, the National
House and the President and had very little to do
with the Statehouse, the Iiynois Assembly or mat
ters pertaining to home.

In view of the fact that his candidacy before the
nominating convention was based upon State ques-
tions, that in them was the sole source of his
strength, his present course does not win confidence.
It would seem that he might be telling the people
of Illinois what if anything, he proposes to do for
them should he be elected. His failure to announce
himself in this way must be accepted as confirming
the popular belief that he is under the duress of a
bargain with the Yates machine. He says nothing
of civil service or the auditing system. He con-

tents himself with a weak declaration for a general
primary.

Certainly Mr. Deneen should not possess the con-

fidence of the voters of State and party until he
makes some answer to the questions directed at
him by Lawrence B. Stringer. Stringer requested
him to tell the truth concerning his alliance with
Yates, by which the latter gets the State patronage
and Cullom's Eeat In the Senate. Here is the rub.
He does not answer; which is to say that he cannot
promise to destroy the old gang or to abolish ma-

chine methods; that he is bound by an alliance with
the gang.

AN EVENT FOR JAPAN.
The announcement that Prince Sadanaru will

leave Yokohama on October 22, for the United
States, as a messenger of the Emperor of Japan to
President Roosevelt and to the St Louis Exposition,
encourages the Idea for a special Japanese Day
while he is in St Louis. In a sense he will repre-
sent the ruler of his country, and therefore the
event would have greater significance if celebrated
during his visit

Japan, having a leading display at the Exposi-
tion, deserves to get extraordinary recognition. The
Government and merchants .of that progressive coun-
try have expended at least ?1,000,000, and probably
more, in producing an exhibition which, by popular
verdict is second only to that of Germany. The
Japanese buildings and grounds, looking not like a
part of Forest Park but like a scene transplanted,
are among the highly enjoyable and instructive fea-
tures In the whole environment The Japanese dis-

plays in the exhibit palaces arc a revelation as to
quick and acceptable advancement, and they are a
constant marvel to visitors.

Beyond this there are other reasons for a special
Japanese celebration. There is the friendship be-

tween Japan and the United States. There Is the
present large Japanese population in St Louis.
There is the official representation of the. Govern
ment and merchants of Japan at the Exposition.
There'is the visit of nobleman. There

United States: to convey a friendly message from
the Emperor to President Roosevelt and to President
Francis of the Exposition. There Is the personal In-

terest which the Emperor, like King EdwsnL and
Emperor William, has shown In the Exposition'.

Prince Sadnnaru's visit should be the occasion

of an appreciative Japanese celebration in St. Louis.
The Exposition management will, of course, give the
distinguished guest a flattering reception. But it
would also be appropriate to have a public event In
recognition of Japan's surpassing participation.-

TEXAS COTTOX SEABXT PICKED

TVarmt Dry Weather r Flamterfl
In Gfttberlav Crop.

Galveston, Tex Oct. 15. Tha Texas

section of the Climate Crop Service cf the
United States Weather Bureau to-d- Is-

sued Its weekly crop bulletin for the Treek
ending- October 17. A synopsis of It Is as
follows:

The rainfall of the week oonsiated of a few
Tery light and widely scattered showers. Tne
largest weekly amount reported was .42 isctx
at Corslcana.

"Warm weather continued throughout the firstpart of the week, but the latter half was mod-
erately cool. The dpr weather was xery fa-
vorable for cotton picking, and the work pro-
gressed rapidly. Picking- - has been practically
completed In the southern, part; Is nearlng a
cloee In the middle part, and is ahont three-fourt- ha

completed In the northern counties.
The plants have been generally stripped of all
foliage by leaf worms and practically all ot
the bolls are open. No top crop will be made.

The yield has been much below the average
In the southern and middle counties, and while
considerably below In the northern counties.
the yield in that section has been somewhat
better than expected.

Corn picking continues under favorable con-
ditions. Conditions were favorable for the har-
vesting and thrashing of rye. Sugarcane has
matured nicely, and Is beicj? cut and made
Into sirup In the coast counties. Pastures and
ranges are needing rain, and stock water is
getting scarce In many localities. Fall crops
are afro much In need of rain.

Considerable wheat and oats were sown, but
this work has been retarded by the dry weath-
er In some sections. There are a few com-
plaints that early Southern grain Is being- dam-
aged by army worms.
