PUBLIC MEN IN SPEECHES

London, Oot, 25. The Inevitable delays
of diplomatic procedure appear to retard
a complete and satisfactory settlement of
the acuta difference between Great Bri-

tain and Russia arising; from the deplor-
able North fea. affair.

King Edward has received from Em-
peror Nicholas himself a cablegram ex-

pressing the deepest regret and "a 'prac-
tical acknowledgment that Great Britain's
peremptory not will meet with a reply
concediag every demand for apology for
the act of aggression against the British
liar, compensation for sufferers and pun-

ishment of the officers'" responsible for
-- what is everywhere conceded to have been
a gigantic blunder; and the Russian Am-

bassador to the court of St. James has ex-

pressed to Foreign Minister Lansdowne
his sorrow and. sympathy.

These developments, which came late In
the day, hare allayed to some extent the
deep resentment in the public mind.
BRITISH FILETS RECEIVE
ORDERS FROM ADatlRALTT.

The Admiralty ht gave evidence of
Its appreciation of the necessity of prov-
ing that It Is prepared actively to support
the positlonfof the people of Great' Brit'
aln and fulfill the expectations' of th
'world, when It Issued the following state-
ment:

grounds.

Both vessel and operator were safe and uninjured. The ascent was
made in the presence of hundreds spectators in the concourse, and
flight through the grounds brought visitors to standstill, while they
craned their necks upward to watch its 'progress through the air.

Over the 3pires and housetops of the tho flying monster sailed,
while the city's thousands poured put of doors to watch the unaccustomed
sight of an airship coursing through space.

On the .roofs of tall sky-scrap- downtown hundredB of merchants,

At this point the motor ceased to work and the ship hung over the
center of the building until it drifted southeast before.a current ot air.

mately under the skillful guidance of Knabenshue, who kept his hand on
the tiller rope that operated the rudder.

Drifting before the wind it passed on toward the river and Illinois. It
crossed the" river at point just east of the Arsenal, and, after sailing three
miles east of the river, Knabenshue made landing near the Chartrand
School.

aerial navigation had been reached and
prepared for the trip with the assurance
as. far as il myself was concerned that lit-

tle personal danger was attached so long
as .the machinery was In working cond-
ition.,

We had planned for a short trial trip In
the morning, but a trifling feature of the
mechanism became disarranged and the
start was postpeeed until the afternoon.

Shortly after neon we began the final
preparations for the start, and the Infla-
tion of the silken bag. which supports the
steering gear, the gasoline engine and the
substructure, was started, and by half
past 1 everything was In readiness for the
first trip or a dirigible airship in tlie
United Stales.

Unmoved, by any fear that 1 should nev-
er return to earth In safety, I took my
scat upon the six-In- plank" which serves
as a seat for the operator in the experi-
mental vessel which Mr. Baldwin has
brought Into being. The engine was ap-
parently In good working order, and while
weather conditions were not as favorable
as could be desired for the experiment. 1
felt confident that I was about to partlcl
pate in one of the greatest of modern In-

stances of the development and achieve-
ments of science.
GAS BAG ROARED
AV1TH GREAT SPEED.

Ten bags of sand, to be used as ballast,
were embarked with the machine. These
were to be used In preserving the equili-
brium ot the airship, and to be used in
ase any accident befell the engine or the

steering apparatus.
It was Just 1:32 when the word was

given which cleared away the ropes which
bound the straining cone of
gas to the earth, and as the engine began
pumping away I swept up into the ether
at an angle, as near as I can judge, of
about 03 degrees to the earth. The gas
bag soared Into an ascending current the
Instant the tethering ropes were let go,
and before I scarcely realized that the
journey had begun, the point of the vessel
was pointed for the Aerodrome, the build- -'

lng within the high stockade of the Aero-naut- 'c

Concourse. By sharp manipulation
of the steering ropes the tiller was
brought into Immediate action, and I
grazed the edge of the aerodrome, and
then, with another movement of the --tiller
I had cleared the high fence and was
pointing my way skyward.

When an elevation of perhaps 300 feet
was reached "the direction of the ship was
changed, and under the complete control
of the steering gear and the propellers
kept In motion by the engine, I brought
the machine Into, its normal horizontal
position and headed it directly against the
wind with the intention ot completing a
circuit over the Exposition grounds, with
the Ferris Wheel as the center, and re-
turning after a short voyage to the starting--

point, which, beyond question, could
have been accomplished without difficulty.
had not unforseen circumstances suddenly
arisen.

At the time I assumed complete control
the direction was almost due south. By
the manipulation of the tiller I then turned
the prow to the left and as I passed the

end of the Administration building
was moving .slowly and gracefully

straight east and without any fear of dan-
