J. Plerpont Morgan, Instead of arriving
in St. Louis last evening, as'lt was stated
he would, according to New Tork advices
has been In the Bast for some time, and at
present is in New Tork, where he will at-
tend a meeting of the Peabody " Fund
Trustees y.

Mr. Morgan not only did not come to
St. Louis, but it was stated by Charles
Lanier, president of the Pittsburg and
Fort Wayne Railroad, who Is stajlng at
the "Washington Hotel, that Mr. Mqrgan
did not Intend to come. Mr. Lanier stated
that he had invited the noted financier to
be one of his party, but because of Impo-
rtant business he was unable to do eo.

It was stated Sunday evening that Mr.
Mcrgan was in the city, but would spend
the night in his private car. When he
could not be located yesterday it was an-

nounced that he would arrive last even-
ing, but a special dispatch to The Republic
from New York last evening stated that
Mr. Morgan was In that city. He spent
Saturday and Sunday at his summer
home. Highland Falls, and It was said that
he had not been West recently. George
M. Perkins, Mr. Morgan's partner, is in
St. Louis, and has been hero for several
days, lsltlng tbe World's Fair, and spent
parat of the day yesterday with Air. La-
nier's party.

FAVOR IN BETTING

Large Sums of Parker Money Of-

fered in Wall Street With-
out Takers.

ODDS DROP TO THREE TO ONE.

Twenty Thousand Dollars of Dem-

ocratic Funds Offered on Out-

come in Gubernatorial
Race Still Unplaced.

KBPUBUC SPECIAL.
New Tork, Oct. 31. There was a marked

change in the election betting odds to-
day. All changes favored the Democratic
candidates.

Democrats were aggressive, and large
iums were sent down to the financial dis-
trict, the bulk of which was offered on
Judge Herrick. Slowly the odds were
forced down from 10 to S, and even at
tho-- figures there was a scarcity of Re-
publican funds. Republican bettors were
demanding 10 to 6. Some small bets
were made at the close at 10 to 7 on Her-
rick.

Equally important was the change In
sentiment toward the national result. To-
day there uas a scarcity of funds at 4 to
1. Brokers who had Parker money were
calling out bids of $1,000 to J3.M0, thus re-

ducing the odds without takers.
The early bets on Roosevelt were made,

at odds oi 4 to 1. Brown & Co. reported
that they had bet $1,010 to J2M on Roose-
velt, and Allen & McGraw bet J2.500 to
$523. These bet.s practically absorbed all
the Republican money at 4 to 1, and at
the close there was a preponderance of
Democratic money, which bid fair to
shorten the presidential odds.

There was J. fair supply of both Repub-
lican and Democratic money on the candi-
dates for Governor last week, all of which
was wagered at evens or at 10 to 9. favor-
ing Hlgglns. It was estimated
however, that there was fully J20.O0O of
Democratic money waiting to be placed at
10 to 8 on Herrick. Of this amount, Batch-ell- tr

and Adee. representing E. C. Potter
ii Co., had J10.000 and Runnell and Buchan-
an had COJO. Tho latter firm bet J2.0W to
JoOO on Roosevelt curlier In the day. and
placed In all about $300 on Judge Herrick
at odds of 10 to S.

Acting for two members of the Repub-
lican County Committee. "Sammy" New-
man bet J1.0M against J30O that
Roosevelt will carry New Tork State. Leo
Mayer, a bookmaker, took the Parker end.
For tho same Interests Newman wagered
$1,000 against $200 that Roosevelt will be
elected. C C. Steckler put up the Parker
money.

SAYS ILLINOIS 1H DUMOCItATIO.

Roger Snlllvan Prophesies a Major
ity of 35,000 for Parker.

"If Roosevelt does not havu a plurality
In the State greater than 23.000, Mr. Deneen
will .fall by tho wayside."

POWERS CORDIALLY RECEIVE
PEACE CONFERENCE REQUEST

Diplomats at Washington Forward
Xotes Anklng for Another The

Hague Convention.

Washington.- - Oct. 31. Secretary Hay's
note to the Powers inviting them to con-
vene another conference at The Hague
has been, very cordially received by the
Diplomatic Corps.

The majority of the embassies and lega-
tions whoso Governments have received
the Invitation have personally Informed
their foreign ofllces that the call Is en-
tirely independent of tho present war and
In no sense can be considered as a step
In the direction of intervention In that
conflict.

BUY EIGHTEEN'cOFFINS FOR
VICTIMS OF MINE EXPLOSION.

Colorndo' Officials Yet Init That
A'amber of Dead la 3fot More Than

That 5nmber.

Trinidad, Colo.. Oct. 31. Eighteen cof-
fins were shipped to Terclo to-d- on an
order of the Rocky Mountain Coal and
Iron Company for the burial of tho vic-

tims of the mine explosion that occurred
last Friday.

The bodies have not yet been recovered,
but local officials of the company who
have canvassed the town now claim that
only eighteen men were In the mine at
the time of the explosion. It Is conceded
that none of thesr will be found alive.

The wide discrepancy between the list
of dead given out by the company to-
day and the forty-nin- e made by the
Coroner, Is explained by the fact that thediggers enter the mines without reporting
to the shift bosses.

The exact number of victims will not be
ascertained until the mine has been
thoroughly explored and many days may
elapse before all the bodies are recovered.

ASYLUM EMPLOYE

IS ARRESTED

Head Attendant at the City In-

stitution Is Charged With
Thefts.

Through clever work of Special Officers
Richard Durney of the Health Department
and Harry Moloney of the Seventh Dis-
trict Station, Patrick French, head

at the Insane Asylum, was ar-
rested yesterday morning on the charge of
continuous and systematic theft from that
Institution.

He was first susi-ecte- of the offense
about ten days ago, when the attention
of Doctor Simon, the Health Commis-
sioner, was called to a shortage of a num-
ber of articles and sums of money which
several of tho Inmates claimed had been
stolen from them. This resulted In an In-

vestigation.
Many of the patients are recipients of

money and valuable articles which are
sent to them by friends and relatives. But
In some manner they would Invariably
disappear! French when searched was In
possession of a $3 note wltlch had been
placed In a convenient place by Officer
Durney the previous night, it is iaid.
Other articles of merchandise were found.
Including four bed sheets and twenty-fiv- e

SERVANT BACK TO CHINA.

United SlattMi Commiaslonrr Tlnbbltt
Derides That Ynng Stt Tune Shall

Be Deported Becomes JJnrnly.

United States Commissioner Babbitt yes-
terday afternoon decided that Tang Su
Tang, a Chinese servant employed by Dor-t-or

Hugo Hardy of Berlin, one of the
German World's Fair Commissioners, shall
be deported to his native country.

Tang Su Tang was brought to St. Louis
by Doctor Hardy at the opening of the
World's Fair and has been living at
Washington Hotel with his employer.

Recently the Chinaman became unruly
and Doctor Hardy w.yi unable' to get
proper sen-Ic- e from him. Ha decided to
discbarge tbo Chinaman, anil su Informed
Immigration Inspector Dunn,

When Yang Su Tang wus admitted to
this country it was at the request of the
German Government, and It was agreed
that he should be returned. Doctor Har-
dy picked Tang up during the Boxer up-
rising and took him to Germany, where
he had him educated In German and Eng-
lish. He Is 20 years old.

In the case of Dang Ah Muey, alias
Cham Kwal Young, a Chinese woman,
who was arrested at the World's Faircharged with violating the Immigration
laws. Commissioner Babbitt postponed the
hearing until It Is said that
the woman was deported once, and It Is
a mjstcry how she got back Into the
country.

FAIR MAY PAY STOCKHOLDERS.

Purchase of Shares by Broker
Causes .Comment.

The purchaso of a few small blocks of
World's Fair stock by a local brokerage
firm at prices ranging from 2 to 3 cents on
the dollar has occasioned much comment In
local builnes circles, being regarded as
excellent evidence of the Fair's making a
payment on Its stock.

Out of the profits remaining over all
costs of operation In addition to the cost
of restoring Forest Park the Fair must
divide Its profltH equally among three In-

terests, namely, the citizens of St. Louis,
$3,000,000; the city of St. Louis, $3,000,000,

and the United States jGovernmcnt, $3,000,-00- 0,

In all $15,CO0.C0.

The payment of $'jO0,O0O on the H.COO.COO

Government loan save for a com-
paratively small sum, will leave all the
November earnings and the earnings on
hand to bo applied to the restoration of
the park nnd tho payment of the three
named Interests. In addition, the revenue
derived from the wreckage of the build-
ings will form a material Item.

Many on the financial con-
dition of the Fair believe that $1,009,000 will
remain to be divided among the three In-
terests, in which event the Government
will receive $333,333. as will the citizens of
St. Louis and the city.

This would be at the rate of a little
moro than 6 cents on the dollar, making a
handsome profit for those buying the stock
at the rate of 2 and 3 cents.

SOME HALLOWE'EN PARTIES

Halloween was celebrated Inside the Ex-
position grounds by five formal Halloween
parties and several smaller'affalrs In vari-
ous State buildings.

Tho young people connected with the
New York State building entertained about
sixty of thtlr friend, most of them young
society persons of St. Louis, In the Mary-
land building at 8:30 o'clock. Weird lights
made of alcohol and blown candles were
the only illumination at tho hour tho
visitors arrived.
