Chloroform, According to Mrs.

Dogs and Cats.

Humane education was declared to be
mora efficacious than punishment in the
eradication of crime and cruelty at the
meeting of the American Humane Asso-

ciation, which held Us second sess'on of

the twenty-eight- h annua convention- - In

the Hall of Congresses at tho World's
Fair yesterday.

"It would cost much less In all respects
to educato humanely under the law all
who can be reachd m public schools than
It would to punish In tho future tho
crimes of cruelty which a co. sldcrabie

1 number of them will commit," stated Mrs
Mary F. Lot ell of Wyncote. Pa., secretary
of the Woman's Pennsylvania Society for
the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals, in
a paper read before the meeting yester-
day.

"The elimination through right teaching
of the desire to commit act" of cruelty
and the presentation to tho mind through
some teaching of ideals of gentleness and
p'ty. as experlenco has proven, acts as a
powerful preventive to crime.

"The cruel, through wholesome foar of
the laws, may refrain from public acts
of cruelty, but only by sv stematlcally
rp'sntinr In the mind11 of neonle the
fleas of justice to and pity for all sen-tlne- nt

creatures can wo change tho heart.
About one-mt- n uf tne tnutd statis al-

ready have laws prescrlb ng humane
teaching In the public schools. Their ex-

istence, when teachers are aware of It.
docs something toward promoting humane
nentlments, but as mandatory edicts they
nccomp lsh less than they shou d. Exper-
ience so far proves that as soon as teach-
ers recognize the need of human educa-
tion they show an lnte-e- st 'n the teaching
and pre n"lv to romplv with 'he law "

The meetings were also devoted to the
reports from Mrs. F. Sterling of Tampa,
Fhu, who stated that there was much
cruelty to persons and animals' In Florida,
hut that a strong public opinion ,was grow-
ing against acts of .cruelty, and to the
report of Mrs. E. Irene Rood of Chicago,
111., who has been working with legisla-
tures in Iowa and the Dakotas In the
Interest of humane legislation. Mrs. Rood
stated that she had been successful In se-
curing the passage of several humane
laws.

SCORES DOQ POUND KEEPERS.
In a paper entitled "Animal Shelters,"

"by Mrs. Anna Harris 8mlth of Boston,
president of the Animal Rescue League,
Mrs. Smith declared that In the majority
of cases city offlclale in charge, of dog
pounds were cruel men. '

"Tho wretched animals scooped up by
rr are inhumanely -- treated."

said Mrs. Smith. "Large and .small dogs
are kept In the same pen, and often the
smaller dogs are trampled on and Injured
or'kllled by the larger animals.

"The best remedy I know for the evil
Is the establishing In each city cf a
'shelter for dogg and cats which shall be
under the supervision of the humane so-

cieties. I do not object to the killing of
dors and rats when they are a nuisance,
but the disposing of them should be made
as mud as possible. I favor chloroform-
ing. But the better way of disposing of
these animals would be to place them In
kind taml.les. where they will receive
humane treatment

"Cats and dogs should not be deserted.
It is fur better to br.ng them to a 'she-
lter to be killed than to desert them and
leave them on the streets to run their
chances if living. The Animal Rescueeague of Boston last year received over
4,000 cat. Many or these had been thesubjects of cruel treatment We have
sent agents to the beaches and summer
resorts to care for deserted dogs and cats.These are disposed of as the league seesfit but they are always given humanetreatment"
