Il wue the center
of sn admiring group of professional and
ametenr Bower lovers a1 day, and {ts
originator wes busy receiving congratula-
tions and offers from friends and would-
be purchasers. He refused 56,00 for sixiy
plants. DMr. HIl possesses the entire
810CKk—5,800 plants—of the new rose.

Rosse are the most diMeuolt plants 1o
create, and espeolally red roses. Mr. Hill
hus spent the Iast twenty-five years work-
Ing and trylng to create a perfect rad
rose. He has produced 10,000 seedlings
from which %a has grown slx good va-
ricties,

The FEtna production s the result of
much cress-fertilizing. The mother plant
Is the Lady Baitersea, a magnificent ten
rose, and through i1ts veins flows the Llood
of Generanl Jaocqueminot, a hardy hybrid
perpetual rose. In color it is a rich crim-

son, toned with & warm scarlet. 1In all
the names designating the varfous shades
of red, there 13 none that exactly describes
the rich color of the Etna, for which u
new name must he created descriptive of
tha new red shade.

The bud of the Etna ie long and ETnce-
fully curved, and when first opening ls of
the brightest crimson scarlet. The flower
retaina this perfect coloring until {ts pet-
als shed.

In the number
is Included Captain T. 8 Baldwin's “Cali-
fornia Arrow,” whioh was recently locat-
ed by the Globe-Democrat in the river at
Keokuk, Ia., but found the same day by
its owner seven miles distant from the
Fair, and which was yesterday announced
by the same paper to have been carted
away from the Aeronautic Concourse after
dark Wednesday nlght, following the de-
parture from the Fair of Captain Heldwin
after u flsagreement with the Exposition
management.

Captain Baldwin wans at the Administra-
tion bullding yesterdsy morning for two
hovrs. While his balloon and alrship huve
been packed ready for shipmant, and had
been early Wednesdny afternoon, they re-
mained in the Aerodrome all day yester-
day.

The other aerial craft now riding at
anchor at the World's Fuir are those of
Hlppolyte Francols, T. C. Benbow, the
Berry Aerlal Navigation Company, A. L.
Reynolds and A. F. Godefroy. There aro
in additlon two balloons now at the Aero-
drome, one & captive balloon, and the
other that of Paul Knubenshue, which
was to bave made a flight early In the
week for the purpose of making some
soientiflc tests with the wireless telegraph
recelving instrument,

Only continued foul weather has
prevented daily mignus of the craft now at
the Aerodrome, and the aervnauts ars
discournged by the incessant ruins and
winds to the point of despalring of
weather which will permit fughts before
the close of the Falr.

If the weather vermits the blg Francols
alrship will be ready for a flight to-day
or to-morrow. and shopld it contnue ad-
verse it is seibis that Henbow, Heynolas
and Baldwin may devart with thew crafts
at the end of this week.

Secretary Stevens sald last night that in
view of the fact that It is declded that
President Rovsevelt will visit the Fuir
before ity close it was possible that the
tlmme for the contests for the grand prize
of $100,000 would be extended to the end
of the Fair and that during the Presi-
dent's visit gome contests for the prize
would be pulled off.

The big balloon which is to furnish the
m'unl}; powar for M. Hippolyte Francols's
alrship was floated into position over the
car yesterday. morning, and the work of
attaching the balloon to the car will, in
all probability, be completed by this
morning. After this iz accomplished, it is
the Intention of M. Francols to make his
initial fNight as soon as the weather con-
ditions permit. M. Francols, inventor and
deslgner of the alrshlg:‘ Henry Schneider,
the engineer, and, perhaps, Mrs. Clemence
Maglen, will make up the “booking.”

Paul Knabenshue declares that the flight
of his balloon may be muade with perfect
safety in a breeze which does not exceéed
fiftaen miles per Lour.

Arbitrition of the contrary ciaims made
by the Natlonal Commission and the Fx-
position management regarding the con-
tention of thie former that all awarda of
the Superifor Jury must be approved by it
will be resorted to. A call has been sent
Lo the two members of the Board of Ar-
bitration &ccredited to tha commission,
and they are expecied to arrive before
the beginning of next week.

The two members of the board for the
eommis=ion are John M. Thurston of Ne-
braska and John M. Allen of Mississippl
The members of the board for the Exposi-
tion are Judge Wilbur F. Boyle and
Charles W. Knapp, This board Is pro-
vided for In the act of Congress.

It 1s understood that the Expesition
management reste its resistance to the
clalm of the commission upon a section of
the rules governing the system of awards,
whlch were formally approved by Thomns
H. Carter, President of the National Com-
missforn.

This sectlon (15} reads as follows: “Tha
Suiu-rinr Jury shall determina finally and
fully the awurids to be made to exhibitors
and eollaborators In nll cases that are
formally presented for Its consideration.”

A liternl construction of this rule, it is
sald, would muke the approval of the Na-
tional Commission of any of the awards cf
the .‘*ltrf-riur Jury wholly unnecessary.
Since all awards-of the jury are final, they
could not legally be changed elther by the
commission or the Exposition, except
where it was patent that a clerical error
had been made In transceribing the awards
liste o

A meeting of the arbitrators (s not prob-
able before next week. In the event the
four members are unable to adjust the,
subject in dispute. the law provides that
the four =eclect a fifth member, whose
vote on the matter either one way or the
other will give the required mnajority.
Judgn Bovle, who is one of the members
of the board representing the Exposi-
tion, by n singular coincidence is the rep-
resentative of the Natlonal Commission
on the Governing Commlttes of five of the
Superior Jury. He was chosen unanimous-
Iy by the commissizon,

The dispute is of long standing, having

jssion October 18, three days after the
adjournment of the full body of the Su-
perior Jury.
