MUNICIPAL WORK AND CIVIC PRIDE.
Visitors are frankly impressed this year wltn Uw

transformation of St Louis's appearance. They en-

ter the heralded New St. Louis and, by seeing, as-

certain that the city is even more attractive than
they had thought The water Is not muddy, as they
had heard, but clear; the town is not old, as they
had, perhaps, believed, but new and improving; the
principal public building is not a shack, as they may
have Imagined, but a municipal palace; the central
streets arc newly constructed with permanent pav-men- t,

and the outlying thoroughfares and avenues
are being rebuilt; new boulevards are In use and a
new parkway Is partly finished; the homes are in-

viting, and the city is growing rapidly. These ob-

servations are expressed by nearly every visitor.
What surprises visitors more, however, is the

civic spirit They note that the residents are proud
of the improvements, and cherish higher municipal
standards. They perceive the prevalence of a desire
that the betterment will continue until St Louis
takes rank as one of the most beautiful, as well as
one of the largest, cities of the world.

The state of public opinion in St. Louis during
the past five years ought to Interest the officials and
people of other municipalities. As a rule, the cost
of public work is an obstacle to further improve-
ment, and reform leads back to loose administration.
The experience of St Louis Is the reverse. Improve-
ments have cultivated appreciation among all citi-

zens of the work done by or under the auspices of
the city, and a g administration Intensified
this appreciation by inspiring confidence.

If at first the people remonstrated against public
work it was because they had some reason, based
upon treatment in the past But a beginning scarce-
ly had been made before they changed their attitude
and began to submit petitions for improvements and
to value appearances. And now that a large part
of the city is transformed, the public is not less de-

sirous than Is the administration
to have the work proceed.

The lesson in St Louis Is that the best public build-

ings, the best streets and the best Improvements fos-

ter civic pride and appreciation of the aesthetic; that
public perception of the efficiency of municipal de-

partments Is a help toward the preservation of good
government The people take earnest interest in all
public questions. In public work, In municipal stand-
ards, in commercial advancement, and In general
progress, when they perceive and enjoy betterment
and Its benefits. .

- WHERE THERE IS EVERYTHING.
From y the end of the World's Fair Is no

longer a matter of weeks, but of days. Including
November 30, the Exposition will be open officially
just five days. It will be open only two days this
week and only three days next week. On the night
of Wednesday, November 30, according to law, It
will be closed.

There are many Incentives for a large attendance
throughout the concluding period. The weather Is

Ideal for sight-seein- more favorable conditions
could hardly be desired, as the better part of the day
is as attractive as during the days of early Octo-

ber. There is no excuse whatever to keep any one
away from St Louis or from the Exposition grounds.
In many respects this November weather is best
adapted to the conveniences of visitors.

It is gratifying to note the large attendance dally
at the Palace of Fine Arts. Here, as visitors have
discovered, are collected thousands of the world's
best works by the best painters and sculptors. This
exhibition alone Is worth many times the price of
admission. It is an exhibition which nobody can
afford to miss, which everybody should see often
and study.

There Is no need of calling attention again to the
United States Government exhibition, to the Phil-

ippine exposition, to the displays of France, Ger-

many, Japan and other foreign nations, to the dis-

plays and buildings of the commonwealths of the
United States, to the exhibits in the palaces and to
the countless wonders of the wnolu Exposition.
Everything of Importance Is shown.

The reminder that there are only six days of lifo
remaining to the Exposition Is, however, a call for
Increased attendanceevery day until the close. The
displays will be taken away after six days, and the
buildings will disappear. The educational opportu-

nities should be realized as extensively as possible
between y and November 30.

-
THE PERMANENT MUSEUM PROJECT.

St Louis has an opportunity, as The Republic

declared several months ago, to establish at the
close of the World's Fair a superior permanent mu-

seum. It is very gratifying, therefore, that the
leading men of the city manifest such enthuslaism
and such generosity of both time and money in
shaping a definite plan whereby every advantages
will be realized from this very rare chance.

Whatever might be said in the interest of existing
museums in other cities, as to the right or privilege
of acquiring things of value from the World's Fair,
there can be no denial of the stronger claim of St
Louis. This city, having assumed and borne the
difficulties which are common to mammoth expo-sltion- al

enterprises, unquestionably is entitled to as
many of the passing and lasting benefits as It may
choose to accept To the credit of the managers of
other museums be It said that they have respected
this condition.

Through a special organization of prominent citi-
zens, St Louis proceeds by that policy, and an-

nounces that it is prepared to receive and preserve
ail such articles as are suitable for n permanent gen-

eral museum. Committees have been selected to act,
each under specific instructions, and the organization,
although virtually nameless, is in every practical
sense a standing Institution.

""

Sufficient finances for the work of the moment
are subscribed, and there is assurance that as much
money as may be needed Will easily be obtained as
fast as It is required. If further guarantee were
asked as to the success of the project the character
of the active organization would suffice. The men
who are Interested are familiar with achievement
and they will make it their business to establish
this museum.

The end of the Exposition is near. The Republic
would advise, as it previously has advised, that
energy should be concentrated on the procurahce of
those things which arc specially suited to a museum.
Among the innumerable contents of the World's Fair
are enough of an inestimable variety of things to
found one of the best general museums In th& United
States. Many of these articles, some of them being

of particular value, may be acquired with facility;
in fact foreign officials and State Commissioners
will tike pleasure In recognizing, as far as lies in
their power, the relation of St. Louis to the Universal
Exposition. The situation, observed from every

point of view, Indicates the importance of allowing
future problems to adjust themselves and of im
mediately giving whole attention to the acquisition
of material.

PEOPLE AND PHILOSOPHERS.
From an elevated intellectual plane the philoso-

pher reaches out into the future with abstract prin
ciples. He reasons cleaiiy, but too often takes
account of the facts in which we live. He views our
progress as a process and our achievements as mere
items. He is an optimist, but lie places the ideal so
far away as to afford little comfort or encourage-
ment to the practical-minde- d among us. AVo are
moving toward a perfection, and ideal aeons and
aeons away in the future by a development so grad-

ual and tedious as to be almost Imperceptible in its
operations a process so slow as to suit the cum-

bersome, dragging term, "evolution." 'ihere is
small Incentive to effort In that thought There's
small grounds in that for hope to those of us, for
example, who are concerned with improving the
condition and quality of popular government.

Yet the scientist, the reasouer, the philosopher, Is

struggling In the right direction and proceeding in-

telligently, with the right spirit; and it would he
well if he could attain a better sympathy with the
practical mind of the times, a better working sym
pathy with the popular mind which controls our
affairs; to the end that the people might proceed
with better Intelligence; to the end that the dom-

inant thought might better grasp the science of
man's social or political development and become
Interfused with that spirit of development, that pe-

culiar optimism which the scientist alone possesses.
"Until philosophers are kings," said Plato In his

"Republic," "and the princes of this world havo
the spirit and power of philosophy, and political
greatness and wisdom meet In one, cities will never
ccaso from ills no, nor the human race, as I be-

lieveand then only will our btate have a possi-

bility of life, and see the light of day." Phrased to-

day, the thought would be that until the people are
philosophers we shall not see the light of day. Un-

questionably, our conditions of living though we are
by no means in utter darkness do demand a finer
union between the people who reason and the people
who act; a better of mind and hand.
