To Send Eepresentative to The
Hague Conference.

Washington, Nov. Si Secretary Hay has
received from the German Government a
cordial note accepting in principle Presi-
dent Roosevelt's sucxestlon for another
conference at Th Hague.

As the President's suggestion containedno reference to the time for the second
meeting at The Hague, the German Gov-
ernment does not commit itself on this
point, and awaits the pleasure of the
qther Power".

It is probable that the replies from all
the Powers will be received within a short
time. Enough already have come to as-
sure Secretary Hay of the hearty recep-
tion which the President's invitation has
received generally.
