Denver, Col., Nov. 28. Governor-ele- ct

Alva Adams came to Denver from his
home In Pueblo y, and will remain
until after the banquet to be given In his
honor night. He does not take
the threat of the Republicans to prevent
his accession to the Governorship serious-
ly, and he has rented a house here for
the two years of his term.

Mr. Adams expressed the opinion to-d-

that Governor Peabody, after an investi-
gation of the election returns, would reach
the conclusion that he was not the peo-
ple's chonce for Governor, and would
gracefully retire.

It Is announced that Governor Peabody
will appoint the two additional Justices
of the Supreme Court, Irrespective of
whether he holds office the next term or
not. Under tho constitutional amend-
ment adopted at the recent election, the
Court of Appeals and Supreme Court con-
solidate on April 6, and two of the seven
Jddges provided for are to be named by
the Governor.

The Legislature will meet one week be-

fore the term of the next Governor be-

gins. During that time, or prior, the
State Canvassing Board will declare the
amendment adopted. Governor Peabody
will make the appointment and the Sen-
ate, If Republican, will confirm them.

DEMOCRATS IN LEAD.
Should the Democrats control the Senate

Governor Peabody's appointments will be
rejected, and Governor Adams will appoint
the two Judges. Canvass of the votes In
Denver and Pueblo counties has not yet
been completed, but from the unofficial re-
turns It appears that the Democrats will
control the Senate by a majority of two
or three, unless the State Canvassing
Board throws out two or more of the
Democrats who are apparently elected, as
planned by the Republicans, who are pre-
paring charges of fraud, and seats the Re-
publican candidates. The Democrats are
endeavoring to checkmate their opponents
by preparations to prosecute Republican
workers for alleged violations of the elec-
tion laws.

dividual or Interest before a department
of "the Government for compensation. ItIs very certain that the accused here knew
of the law, because he accentuates the factthat tho law puts a prohibition upon him
In the testimony as to what occurred on

conversation In his committee-room- s with
Chief Inspector Cochran. His position Is
unmistakable and characteristic of all men
who allow themselves to tamper with thehighest standards of conduct."
