Tho new trial will bo begun next Mon-
day, and a special panel of XO talesmen,
from whom the twelve new Jurors will bo
selected, was drawn

Tho report of Dressler's physician,
which was made at the owning of court

y, that tho Juror was In no condition
to return to his duties, left Justice Davis
no alternative but to discharge the jury.

Miss Patterson appeared much dejected
as sho was led back to the Tombs to
await the beginning of the new trial.

Members of the jury who vvero seen
after their discharge said that they had
formed no definite opinions as to the guilt
or Innocence of the accused, as the caso
had not proceeded far enough. The Illness
of Juror Dressier, resulting In a mistrial,
has revived talk among lawyers of a pro-
posed amendment to the State Constitu-
tion providing that tho Presiding Judge
In a civil or criminal case may order one
or more additional jurors sworn, who shall
attend during the trial, and In case of the
death, disability or disqualification of any
Juror, one or more of tho additional Jurors
bhall be substituted.

This would obviate the dismissal ot an
entire Jury because of the Illness ot ono
member.

By their
own testimony, former thieves and drunk-
ards by the score were there, and toward
the end of the celebration a dozen men
who wished to bo saved, but gave evi-
dence; that their repentance was u mat-
ter of a few hours, crowded so clo'o to
the guests of the evening that they had
to be directed to stand to ono side by
S. H. Hadley, superintendent of the mis-
sion.

Wien the guests arrived In two car-
riages, there waa a special detail of police-
men to see that no untoward event oc-

curred, but their services were not needed.
On the contrary, the Vassar girls and Hiss
Gould were received with an enthusiasm
which waa as unrestrained as It was sin-
cere. There was no undue crowding, and
mora deference was displayed than could
be reasonably expected if Miss Gould and
those who accompanied her had appeared
in various other parts of the city.

Doctor VT. W. White of the Bible Teach-
ers' Institute acted as escort for tho party.
