BUSINESS IN STOCKS IS

LESS THAN RECENT AVERAGE

MANY STRONG SPOTS, HOW-
EVER, ARE DEVELOPED.

Some of Most Notable Features
of Recent Advance Laggard

or Inclined to Sag.

Now Tork, Dec. 1. Prices moved up
ward ta the opening dealings In stocks tod-

ay-In a fairly uniform manner. But that
was tha last of uniformity In tho day's
market. There wero many strong spots
and they were developed In rotation,
spreading tho effect of the strength
through tha session of tha Stock Ex-

change, but tho general list did not be-

come animated at any time, and tho day's
business was considerably contracted from
th recent average.

Borne of tho most notable features of re-
cent advances were laggard or Inclined to
sac on light offerings. As against the
harp gains In special stocks there were no

well-defin- weak spots, but only dull-
ness and heaviness.

There Is still unabated confidence that
the tranquillity of the money market Is not
to be disturbed by the year-en- d require-
ments, although It is commonly expected
that rates will work somewhat closer. So
long aa money rates remain easy, thero
seems nothing that can disturb speculative
confidence In the present market. There

,vwa a revival of confidence, that tho
Northern Securities decision was Immi-
nent, bet some uncertainty was professed
as to what Its character would be, so that
this served to induce some hesitation,
rather than to stimulate speculation, as
has usually been tha case. Tho strength
of St. Paul was generally attributed, how-
ever, to hope of an early decision of the
securities case. Most notable advances
were divided between stocks of extremely
high-gra- class, and those of little tried
and suspected Issues.

This apparent anomaly Is easier to un-
derstand when It Is considered that both
classes of stocks ore likely to be not
widely distributed, and In consequence
heavy to more.

SHEEP Only a small supply of sheep was on
sale; In fact not more than one-thi- enough
to meet the demand for good, fat sheep and
lambs. The market opened actlre. and all
decent stock found ready sale at strong prices,
the only trouble being the small number on
sale. Buyers want all the good stock they
can get and are willing to pay for thero. How-
ever, the poorer grades are not so ready sale:
still, under llsht receipts, are selling better
than usual. The stocker trade remains

with a fair demand for the best
grades.

HORSES A libera supply, supplemented by
a large and active general demanl. consnlrcd
to make thle week, horse trade d.eldedlv hiisk
and satisfactory. From the beginning ot the
week the supply wss large, and each succeed-
ing auction day bad a generous offering. By
far the greater part of the activity was In the
Southern branch of business, the demand em-
anating principally from this source, which Is
to be expected at this time of year. Offerings
also ran chiefly to Southern kinds.

There was a strong, healthy movement of
smooth, desirable little chunks and drivers
ranging from 14 to 16 2 hands, and prices were
firm to a little better on the average of sales
than last week. The more select grades were
urgently sought, and competition on such kinds
was very sggresslve.

More than the usual proportion of good big
Eastern horsea were available, which was ac-
companied by a brisker movement on such kinds,
sa the Eastern demand was very good, notwith-
standing that this Is the quiet season In that
trade. Generally the market on alt kinds has
been lively and favorable and values have
shown a little more strength. Receipts have
not been quite as heavy as last week.

MULES The run cf mules this week has
been very large, an aggregate rf about 2.500
head being reported during the first four days'.
Many of these have come In direct to dealers,
jut at least three-fourt- of the supply has
been offered on the commission market.

Trade has ben very active as a consequence
of a good demand from the South, and sales
each day have been so large as to keep the
upply in first hands pretty well cleaned up.

There has been no tendency toward accumula-
tion at any time, and no inclination toward
depression, notwithstanding the large run. The
market has been sctlve and generally steady
throughout particularly on good to choice cot-
ton mules, which have been In decidedly good
demand. Many consignments sold Immediately
on arrivaL Buyers have not teen as eager
for the medium and plainer grades, but they
have moved gradually ana witnout any material
change In prices, although at the beginning of

Tha total business to-d- locked
under 600.000 bales, and thlJ seemed

to Indicate that liqldatlon hau about run
1U course wltb the opening break this
moraine hut naverthelsss the market
showed little rallying power, and thero
was little support, except that which came
from proSt-takin- g shorts and investment
buying on the scale down. Even those who
rule In ttra bullish market now appear to
bo bearish, and no attention Is paid to
the demand situation or the necessity of
the spinners cVurlng the next nine months
of the cotton year.

The market oined very Ejak. with
something like demoralliation. First prices
showed declines ranging from 12 to 2u
points, which was afterwards extended to
a maximum decline of 25 to 33 Potntr.
There were frequent Intermittent rallies
before the low level was reached, but they
.vere mainly due to profit-takin- g by shorts
and proved only temporary.

The market developed further weakness
In tho late trading on further heavy sell-
ing from the South, combined with fur-
ther scattered local liquidation and bear
pressure.
