Washington. Dec 10 The United

States Government Is about to make
tbs most thorough and severe text of
the seaworthy qualities of torpedo boats
which has ever been attempted by any
nation. A squadron of fie of these frail
little vessels Is to be sent from the At-

lantic seaboard to the Philippines, a Jour-
ney more than half around the world.
Such a cruise Is unparalleled In the history
of the naval craft known as the wasps
of warfare. A few cars ago the Hal
Lunr and 'her three sister torpedo boats,
constructed at Elblng for the Chinese
Navy, successfully made the journey from
the German port to the Orient, but never
heretofore has there been an expedition
by torpedo craft which In the distance to
be steamed and the difficulties to be en-

countered compares with the prospecthe
Jaunt of these unarmored esfels fljlns
the Stan and Stripe?

The proposal to send the American tor-

pedo boats to Uncle Sam's new possessions
in the Orient is the result of the success
which last winter attended the sending to
the far East of a flotilla of torpedo-bo-

destroyers. Tho dwtroer9 are conider-abl- y

larger and stancher thBn the torpodo

boats, but een the voyage of these vessels
was a nine days wonder In naval circles
all over the world, and the more daring
project now proposed will doubtless arouse

en more widespread interest.
The torpedo boats selected for this long-

distance "endurance test" are the Bailey,
' Barney. Blddle. Porter and Dupont. ail of

which bae of late been members of what
Is known as the "reserve flotilla" of the
navy. Thes vessels are by no means the
lartest torpedo craft in the American
Xavy. The largest of the fhe Is the Bai-
ley, which was built at Morris Heights.
N. T.. and Is 205 feet In length. 19 feet
beam, nearly 7 feet draft, and has a dis-
placement of 280 ton. However, the little
vessel ha the energy of a large cruder,
for her twin-scre- triple-expansi- en-

gines are capable of developing
and sending her through the water

at a speed of thirty-Hi-e miles an hour.
BARNET AND BIDDLE.

The Barney and the Blddle are sister
ships, both built at Bath, Me , and ara 157

feet In length. 18 feet breadth, and ITS tons
displacement. These vessels have In pro-
portion to their sire quite as powerful en-

gines as the Bailey, for a total of 4,200
Itorre-pow- er Is at the command of the en-

gineers on either vessel, and each has a
record of better than thirty-tw- o miles an
hoar. The Porter and the Dupont are each
ITS feet In length. 18 feet beam, and are
fully as speedy as the other twin craft
t hlch. though smaller, are or more recent
construction.

That U experiment of the
run would prove a costly one should harm
come to any of the little vessels may be
appreciated from the fact that these five
nomads of the gen represent n Investment
nf upward of IL00U.U00 The Bailey cost
Uncle Sam C10.000, exclusive of her arma-
ment; the sum of J163.000 was paid out
for the hull and machinery of the Barnej,
and the same amount for the Blddle, while

other vessels In each case cost nearly
themuch. The diminutive war vessels have
about equal qualifications for taking care
of themselves In case of trouble. The
Bailey carries two h Whitehead- - tor-
pedoes, while, each of the other vessels has
three, but to make up for this deficiency
the Batlev has four --pounder rapid-fir- e

rune, while the Porter and the Dupont
have four respectively, and the
remaining vessel! have three m
each Instance.

It Is eminently fitting that the Porter
and the Dupont should have been selected
as the members of the squadron of which
ao ranch la to be expected, for they have
Tnn nnt onlu efHISDlcUOUS In OUT HaTT.

iloral and Intellectual Qualifica-

Than Ever Last, Year.

Both boat were built by the
Herreshoffs. the famous designers and
builders of "cup defending" sailing yachts,
and a naval officer who has seen and
studied every torpedo boat of any

In the world recently declared
that the Dupont and her sister v esel were
unquestionably the best vessels of their
clas In existence. The Dupont came into
special prominence during the Spanish-America- n

War. when she steamed 12.W0
miles without a single halt for repairs,
an achievement which is regarded in en-
gineering circles as far more remarkable
than the record-breakin- g run of the battle-
ship Oregon around the Cape.

The long journej to the Orient will be
not only a severe test of the torpedo boats,
but in only slight!) less degree a trial of
the health and strength of the officers and
men aboard these small war vessels. Serv-
ice on a torpedo boat ii the severest en-
action which is to be found In naval 3lfe.
and for thta reason not onl jouiig officers,
but voun men for the crew, are se-
lected for these vessels The average age
of the commanders of battleships In the
United States Navy Is about 57 5 ears, but
tho men who will command the bucking
bronchos of the sea on their jaunt to the
Orient will probably not average more
than 30 ear in age.

DIFFICULTY OF SLEEPING.
On board a terpedo bo.U officers and

men suffer alike, and the met serioiw
phase of the work Is the .lifflcultv of
sleeping on a vessel which. If

an bpeed, quivers in a most dis-
comforting manner, and in anv eveni 11 a
small that in e. hea"y sea "die is tosed
about very much like a clilp. When the
flotilla of American destrojers made their
recent four months' voyage to the Philip-
pines an average speed of only ahout nine
nine miles an hour was maintained during
much of the time, and It is probable that
this same lelsureh going will characterize
the cruiEfl of the torpedo boat?

This low speed Is maintained parth in
order to husband the coal supplv. butmainly in order to give the men on board
all the opportunity passible to secure
Mccp. With a further view to providing
for the sleep necessary to the crews, theItinerary from America to Manila is ar-
ranged to provide for nlnctv days pent
in port and only seventy at sea. It is
calculated that ninety days of rest against
seventy dais of active sea-goi- is about
the limit of endurance for the picked crew
of a torpedo boat.

The matter of dining on a torpedo boatpresents almost as many difficulties as
sleeping. On board a torpedo boat pitch-
ing and rolling In a heavj seawav it l
usually alike useless and Impossible for
the men to sit at table, and Indeed cook-
ing is sometimes impracticable, and the
crew must content themselves with cold
canned delicacies or the no more appetiz-
ing remnants of the last previous meal
prepared in port.

The Bailey, the flagship of the flotilla
which Is to steam to the other side of the
globe, carries three officers and lift --six
men. while each of the other vessels has
a complement of two officers and twents-sl- x

men. To tho lav man who catches a
glimpse of the crowded quarters of a tor-
pedo boat it appears well-nig- h Incredible
that such a number of men can be ac-
commodated during a long ocean voyage
In such limited space, but the officers and
jackles who will take the five torpedo
boats to the coast of Asia know how to
make the best of a bad situation.

QUESTION OF COAL.
The question of coal supply Is one of

the problems which confronts the naval
officers who have In hand the planning of
this protracted voyage, but it Is argued
that with their steaming radius of more
than 3,000 miles there la no danger In
sending the little fellows across the At-
lantic and the Indian Ocean and up the
Pacific The normal coal supply of these
torpedo boats ranges from ten to twenty
ton. but each has bunker capacity of
from' forty-s- e en to ninety-eig- ht tons, and
the smallest of the vessels has a steaming
radius of 3.000 knots when maintaining a
speed of 14 knots, or approximately 16
miles, an hour, which is, of course, a
somewhat better gait than will be main-
tained much of the time, and as the slow-
er the speed the less fuel consumption, no
uneasiness is felt on this score.

Concerning the persistence with which

She then swallowed
one of the tablets herself and gave one
to her playmate.

The strong poison produced a painful
burning sensation in their mouths and
throats and the children went to the home
of Mrs, KIrkwood's next door neighbor,
Mrs. Jessup. and asked for milk, whlcnwas given them.

As the milk did not allay the burning;
