ERUPTIONS ATSEA MADE

WATER SMOOTH AS GLASS.

ItETCBrJC SPECIAL.
New York. Dec H That the eruptions

In the oil fields near Humble. Tex., are
but part cf a gigantic disturbance near
the" earth's surface in" that region Is In
dicated by reports brought In to this port

a sjbmarine, disturbance in the
Gulf of Mexico through which the steam-
ship San Jacinto passed last Thursday.

This steamship, on her regular trip from
Galveston, ran Into an lmmnsc field of
crude petroleum about 130 miles south of
New Orleans at o'clock last Thursday
morning. The surface of the water was
bubbling with oil, which apparently was
rising from the botlom of the sea. For
a large distance the fluid spread, making
the Gulf as smooth as gla"s despite wind.

It Is thought that the oil was released
from submarine dpths as the result of
an earthquake. Probably, too. It is said,
the outburst In Texas raaj- - be traced to a
similar disturbance.

If continued reports are received of the
existence of petroleum springs in the Gulf
of Mexico, a new chapter on "Staking
Submarine Oil Claims" will have to be
added to historj-- . According to Captain
lllsk the crude oil covered an area of
several miles.

Plainlj- - visible on both sides of the shjp.
it could be seen bubbling to the surface,
showing the existence of numhrless oil
springs in submarine depths. It 13 the
tint time that Captain Risk has 3een this
field of petro'eum. although he has sailed
over the same course many times.

A light north wind was blowing at the
time and the sun was shining, giving the
sea a most peculiar. glasj-- . effect.

According to the reports from Texas, the
oil fields trembled and cave out a roar
that could be heard ten miles away

and an oily Rood burst through the
earth's crust, sending clouds of vapor and
great stones thousands of feet into tho
air.
