Good Roads Commission, appointed in Oj--
' tober. 1908. by Governor Tales In pursu--
anca of an act of tha Legislature, has
about completed tha draft of a bill which
will go before the Legislature probably
early nest week. proTidlr.g for a general
system of hard road building In Illinois to
be dona under State supervision.

The committee, which includes P. W.
Smith chairman, a retired farmer of San-
gamon County: II. V. Wallace, chief en-
gineer of tha Illinois Central Railway, and
KL A. Mitchell of Chilllccthe. 111., has
made a thorough investigation of tha en-
tire subject of road building, tha best
manner of dirtrlbutlna; tha cost among the
people of the State, convict labor and
State and national aid.

The result of this investigation Is being
embodied in an elaborate report, which
will be made to Governor Der-ee- follow-
ing a final meeting of th commission
within tha next few days. This report 1

expected to go before t!-- e legislature at
the same time tha proposed legislation
coveting the commission's Ideas on the
subject ot a system ot road building for
the Stat Is presented.

Tha Mil. It is stated, has bean formed
after a careful investigation of the State
roads law of Pennsylvania. Massachu-
setts and other Eastern States. The Mil
provides for systematic construction of
roads to he built under the State super-
vision. Tlie cost is to t-- divided among
the State, county and township, possibly
along the lines of the Pennsylvania law.
which provides that the State pay two-thir-

the county one-sixt- h, and the
township one-six- th of tha cost of such
construction.

It will bo optional with each county or
township whether or not advantage be
taken of the new law In the construction
of hard roads. Should the County Hoard
vote against such action then the various
townships may have, roads built under
tho provisions of the law. and If here. too.
unfavorable action is taken, then property
owners themselves may have roads con-
structed.

I30O.00O APPROPRIATION.
An appropriation not to exceed $300,400

for the first two years will be asked. Be-

fore starting active work, counties will be
asked to vote on the propotltton and

action will be followed by a
thorough investigation us regards the
best methods of road-buildin- g in the dis-
tricts affected. following a general system
of State high ti) s. tha actual cost of such
coiintructlon. etc. and the commlpejlon fig-
ures that two years at least will elapse
before much actual work under tho pro-pes- ed

law could begin. Investigations by
the commission lead to the conclusion
that such under State su-
pervision, and on thoroughly systematized
plans can be 1h- - elone at a cost that will
not greatly exceed the present expenditure
In Illinois of JOrt.'.o annually in tl.e con-
struction arid maintenance of roads.

All the material necessary fr the work
of road construction may bo olitalued in
tho State. This includes eruinrd meg. pre
pared bv convict labor, under the p.ans
recommended by Governor Dencen in his
Inaugural message.

The need of the work Is brought forth
etrongly In the report. Of the 1).G") miles
of country roads In Illinois, not more than
4.t'i miles. It Is stated, are hard roads
Th" increased cost to farmers In getting
their grain to market by reason of tor
roads will be shown by statistics, ajid
every phase of the matter discussed.
