Jefferson City, Mo., Jan. 19.—Eight followers of Colonel R. C. Kerens to-
night issued their expected statement, in which they set out their reasons for
bolting the caucus nominee, Thomas K. Niedringhaus, for the United States
Senate. Several charges are made in the statement, chief among them
being that he had used the party organization for his own persomal aggran-
dizement and to efect himself to the office of United States Senator.

It is likewise charged that a combination had been effected with Federal
officeholders, and that many of the officeholders had come to the State Cap-
ital and appeared on the floor of the House and Senate to lobby for their
candidate.

The unanimous report of the Senate Investigating Committes is especially
referred to, and the charge is made that had pot Mr. Niedringhaus credited
to himself the contribution of $21,000 he never would have been the caucus
nominee. Had it been known that §12,500 of the contribution came from
the Anheuser-Busch Brewing Company, the statement says, and that §6,5600
was contributed by Otto Stifel, Mr. Niedringhaus would never have been
nominated.

On the third ballot taken in joint session of the Legislature to-day,
CGaucus Nominees Thomas K. Niedringhaus lost another vote, that of Repre-
sentative Hazfeldt, which was cast for Pettijohn.

At the end of the roll call the vote stood: Niedringhaus, 81; Cockrell,
61; Kerens, 6, and Pettijohn, 3. Senators Mcindoe and Frisby, who, Kerens
supporters claimed yesterday, would leave Niedringhaus to-day, stood firm
for the caucus nominee. Senator Peck, whom they also laid claim to, was
paired with Senator Wornell, and did not vote. Representative Prewitt was
paired with Representative Smith, and Brown of Grundy was absent because
of {liness.

Senator Pettijohn, although receiving three votes, cast his ballot for
Niedringhaus. Notwithstanding Kerens failed to appear with the fifteen
votes which he said he would have, the politicians see no indication that the
deadlock will be broken scon.

To-morrow another ballot will be taken, and should the deadlock still
hold firm, there is a probability that adjournment will be taken until Mon-
day.
