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The temsion, which was somewhat relazed in the morning, coatinued
to increase duriag the day. Conditions appeared to be ominous when, short-
Iy after dark, the workmen in two clectric light plants walked out, refusing
triple pay to remain, and plunged half the city into utter darkuess, inciud-
ing the Nevasky Prospect, which is in the fashionable residence quarter.

The water sapply also was cut off, and & veritable panic enswed.

Tales that dynamite was in the possession of the strikers, and that it
was their parpose to sark and bura the towa had been in circulation, and
many peropie were terror-stricken,

RESERVE TROOPS CALLED OUT.

Reserve troops were called out to guard the darkesed portion of the
city. The peopile still ia the streets, except a few strikers and roughs, fled
to their homes.

Police officers visited every house and store, ordering all not to venture
ost at thelr peril and to turn out the lights in their froat windows.

Shopkeepern, and even private homse owners, boarded or barred thelr
windows or doors. After about four hours soldiers from the Engineer
Corps, with the ald of German enginecers from factories, started up the
plants. When the lights were turned om, except for the patrolling cavalry
and infantry, the strvets were deserted.

WONTED GAYETY IS GONE.

At miduight, when life in the Russian capital is uwsually beight, St
Petersburg rescmbled a city of the dead invaded by a hostile army. The
facades of the bulldings were black and ever; restamrant and place of
amusement was closed. The only sound to be heard was the deadened pat-
ter of the hoofs of the cavalry horses and the tramp of marching men over
the seow as the Emperor’s soldiers move to and fro.

Russian Ambassador Fays S8t
Petersburg Killings Were
Necessary.

“A FEW STREET BRAWLERS.”

Movement Not a Protest Against
the War, Nor a Sign of An-
ger Against the Em-
peror.

Washington, Jan, 23 —Count Cassini, the
Russfan Ambussador. has had no offic'al
Information from $t. Petersburg about the
rlots there, but. In a conversation te-night
with a correspondent of the Associated
Pres=s, the Ambassador. after reading the
alternoon dispatches, said:

“Human life Is sacred the world over,
and nowhere more so than in Russia, but
it should b+ remembered that the public
peace Is of predominating importance and
vigorous medsures are sometimes neces-
1Ty (o prescrve onler,

“This is the sitwation In the Russian
capital. There is a great Indcstrial strike
in progress. Hecause thelr demands have
not been forthwith granted, the strikers.
as strikers in every country have done,
have endeavored to storm the Emperor’s
vwn palace in the effort to galn an auli-
ence with his Majesty, The troops onjered
them to stop outside the gates and the
crowds refused,

*The tropa then fired a volley of blank
cartridges, and on came the crowd. There
was only one thing else to be done—to fire
with bail cartridges. That stopped the
strikers and they fled In every direction.

PLOT,. NOT REVOLUTION.

“There is a great deal of difference be-
tween a ot and a revolution, and Amer-
frans will make a great mistake if they
Infer from the unfortunate stories of the
disturbances In the Russian capital that
the demonsmtration (s revolutionary, or
even hostile to the war.

“The love of a great peopla for their
sovereign Is not wiped out by the rcries
of a few street brawlers. It will be found
when publie onler has been restored that
the traditional and ancient affection of the
Russian pevple for their Emperor still
abldas,

“For, when violence has been suppressed
and orler restored, the strikers, through
the proper channelm will be given a hear-
ing, the'r demands will be considersd and
=il that with justice and expediency can
be done in thelr behalf will bs forth-
coming.
