Necessity fur Intelligent and systematic
endeavor in the development of oar ex-
port trade was the keynote of the two
addrese made on the general subject of
"The Commercial Opportunity of 8C Louis
Abroad." by Lieutenant Godfrey U. Gar-
den of the United States Iteveuue Cutter
Service, and rrufessor John Franklin
Crowell. internal commerce expert of the
Department of Commerce and lbor. at
the meeting- - of the Business Men's League
lost night at, the Mercantile Club.

W. K. Bi'sby of the league made the
closing address.

One of the striking suggestions embodied
In the discussion was that by Professor
Crowell advocating the organisation by
the league of a foreign- - trade commission,
to make a systematic study of and to
report upcu the entira question of foreign
trade from the standpoint of TM. Louis.

Tile value of this commission, he said,
would In; to funiish IBfonaaOoa as to the
conditions to be met In the markets of the
world, the methods of .trade In those mar-
kets, and the type of asrn needed tv open
and develop thaie markets.

IToiessorCrowelepokeof the relation cf
the. city Mo the universal market under
the headings of the strategic advantage
of 81. L4ul. tiie problems of foreign trade
and the programme of progress.

There is a call, the speaker said, fromevery ipuirter of the undeveloped gloVe
for business leadersHiio which will develop
rathtr than destroy the ecoaomic possibil-
ities of backward iieopiev.

The trust problem, he sajd, calls for seri-
ous study. It is alarming us and elating
our foreign competitors because it is put-
ting the home market on a higher price
level than the foreign market and driving
American capital and industries into other
countries.

He summed up the advantages of St.
Iviuis as being its natural waterway to
the. s-- a. Its locution in line with the west-
ward drift cf the country's center of man-
ufactures, its center us the lowest cost of
production of food supplies, and Its posi-
tion between the taw materials for man-
ufactures from the north and soutli.

"You sre the chief gateway and the
chl f distributer for the Southwest, whose
resources ore as yet hardty touched." was
his tliial count In the list of natural

Other things that are most needed now.
the ss-ake- r wild, are ships- - tanks. trained
business representation and commercial
and Industrial gcneral.'iilp. For the latter
Industrial and commercial training is a
necessity, and in this connection he cited
the advantages of technical education.

Irofessrr Croelfs address was preced-
ed by an interesting address on 'The Com-
mercial Supremacy of America." by Lieu-
tenant Carden. which was Illustrated by
a series of excellent stereoptleon views
from nhotographs taken bv him during
his thrto years' tour f Kuropc under-
taken upon dttall from the Government
to tttndy trade conditions abroad.
