Commerce Commission, as a result of aninvestigation of terminal charges be-
tween Kast St. Louis and St. laiuls onfreight bound for the West, announced adecision to-da- y to the effect that suchcharges, being In the nature of a rebate,are Illegal.

The cammisslon holds that, as the rail-
roads mak rate which are the same
from East St. Louis as St. Louis on west-
bound traffic, payments that have been
made to thu Kcllpse Transfer Company,
the Grant Chemical Company and to other
companies operating at Granite City and
Alton .re unlawful.
