Judge Burroughs Ilolds That
Grading of Cereal Was Dose
by Commissioners in Accord-
ance With the Statute.

Rurrougbs announced his decisicn In what
was known as the St. Louis grain cae.

Louis and Venice from grading red Rus-
sian wheat, as the product which has been
contlns from the Pacific Slope since last
October' was known, as "red winter
wheat."

The court found that under the rules of
th Merchants' Exchange in St. LouU. of
which Mr. Akin nnd Mr. Spencer, who,
later entered the case, are members, they
are compelled to receive grain as cf the
grade determined bv the inspectors inE.t St. Louis and Venice.

That while affidavits of miller? prccr.t
a contrast of opinion as to the quality of
the Kus-d.t- n wheat for flour nuking alt
th witnesses who testified on the subject
agrted that It was u red what. a winter
wheat and a soft wheat, which (pialtttes
Mr. Akin admitted it possessed.

1Ctiis atid Venice market last October It
hail always teen inspected and sruded as
red winter win at. and, that Mr. Akin
knew this, and taiught all the wheat ran-trad- ed
