It !s not right
te tramp on any one Just because he la
on his uppers. The offcers of the bank
will be recognized at every sisge. [ couid
not do my==If justice, nor those whe are
financiaily interested In the concern, If 1
could not get the support of the bank of-
fictale. 1 expect to liguldate the bank and
when my work has been completad my
consclence wlil be clear.

FAIL TO AGREE ON CESSION OF SAKHALIN;
RUSSIA OBJECTS TO ALL REMAINING TERMS

Indemnity, Sakhalin, Fishing
Rights, Warships and Rail-
road Demands Yet To
Be Considered.

These Affect the Biatus of Korea l

antl Manchuria, Both Sides |

Agrecing to Restore the
Latter te China.

Faet That Plenipotentinries Have
Taken Up First the Points on
Which They Counld Agree
Is Encouraging.

Portsmouth, N. H. Auz. 15 The
crisis In the peace uegutiativns upon
which the eyes of the world are fas
tened is approaching rapidly and the
end of this week or the pext week or
lhe pext at the latest should witness
the deadlkwk and the end, If the con-
ference Ia to gv to plecen.

Two more of the twelve articlen,
numbers Iv amd vl were disposed of
1o-day.

Article Iv consists of mutual pledges
to obxerve the lutegrity of China and
the policy of the “open door” for the
commeree of all narions, and article vl
vovers the surrender of, the Russian
leanes to the Linotung Peninsula, Port
Arthur, Iainy apd the Bloaule and
Ellott  Inlands,

To article Iy both parties gave ready
assent, aml the official siatement of
the adoption of that artivle teok eare
fo state that i was agrewd to “unanl-
mon: ly.”

CESRION OF SAKHALIY
TO BE CONEIDERED LATER.

Article v, the consideration of which
was postponed untll later, provides for
the cesglon of the Istapd of Sakbhalin
Discussion appearing useless at this
stage on acconnt of the firm e gatlve
given in the Russian rply, It was de
cided. upon the motion of the Jap-
anese, to defer its discussion, thus re-
vealing the Japanese intention of post-
poning to the end the life and death
strngele.

This is the usual procedure followed
In divlemaile pegotiations, enabling
the pegotiators to come to an acveord

VITAL CLAUSES ON WHICH

Japanese and Russians Believe Complete Treaty
May More Easily Be Made If Points On Which
Agreement Is Not Difficult Are First Dis-
posed of —Crisis of Meeting Drawing Near.

WITTE DEN;ES JAPANESE STATEMENT

BPECIAL KY CARLE To THE REPUB LIC
London, Aug. 16. -The London Times tkis morning prints the fellowing

from Portsmouth under yesterday’s dote:

“It was asserted to-day, or perhaps reasseried, that the Russizns hava
postponed a discursivn of critical polnts to await instructions from the Czar.
It i3 asserted also that Mr. Witte wes Instructed, when he first cabled the
Japanese demands to the Czar, not to arcept four, namely: Indemnity, Sak-
helin, limitation of Russin neval strength in Ezstern sezs. and the surrender
of lnterned ships.

“1, therefore, repeat va perfect authority that no Insirnctions were asked
or received by the Russian plenipotentinries from the Czar. 1 repeat that
these four demands were rejected, but rejocted by the Russian plenipoten-
tizrles themselves witlout instructlons from the Czar and on their own
responsibility. There was no accasion for Instructions and it is mot ex-
rected that there will be any ocrasion. *We are plenipotentiaries in the full
diplomatic sense of the word, and plenipstentiaries we shall remain to tha
end." Such Is, In effect, their view of their position.

THREE ARTICLES DISPOSED OF ON MONDAY
RELATE TO KOREA. MANCHURIA AND PORT ARTHUR.

“The Japanese spokesman admits that the two articles agreed on yester-
day related to Manchuria and Port Arthur. These were numbers two and
three. Manchuria Is to be evacuated by both Powers and the principle of
the opea-door Is to be recognized. The lease of Port Arthur by China to
Russia is to be traasferred to Japan.

“The Chinese Eastern Rallway and. perbaps, other questions concerning
Manchuria appear to be doalt with in another article.

“Russia and Japanese suthorities, though not the highest, differ privately
concerning this agreement. But the statement | telegraphed last night was
mwade on Indisputable sanction. All these three articles, Korea, Manchuria
and Port Arthnr, have taken their final shape both as to form and subtance.,
If ever there be a treatr, they will be Incorporated im It asx they stand.
Were there no other obstacles, the treaty could be signed to-day.

FGUR VITAL CLAUSES OF THE PROPOSED TREATY
MAY BE REACHED AT TO-DAY'S CONFERENCE.

“But Wednesday is expected 1o bring the two antaponists for the first
time to close quarters. Evea Takahira. to whom sllence and secreey seem
virtues of the highest order, has allowed it 1o be lnferred that he expects
a crisis—perbaps not THE CRISIS —to be reached Wednesday or Thursday.

“Japan s supposed to be willing to give way oa the itation of the
future Russian naval force in the far East and on the surrender of the In-
terned shipe if Rusaia will give way on what sbe thinks Is far more Im-
portant—indemnity and Sakhalin. It is, therefore, possible that mompe of
these four cianses will be acrepted or rejected definitely ustil all four have
been discussed.

“But, whichever comes first, these formidable antagomists will, for the
first time, eross swords fa eagnest. Says a great Rumalan authority:

“ ‘We have not sought to hasten it still less to delay it. They might have
charged us, since they charge us with so many things, with seeking to pre-
eipitate the crisis and destroy al!l hope of peare had we nrged them to take
up a critical question out of ita numerical order.
