Thlrty-Vfl- e Gale Blowing; Froea tho

Portland. Ore.. Sent 1. With a gale

blowing at the rate of thirty miles an
hour from the east, fire to-da- y. starting
about noon, destroyed the dock of the
Oregon itailway and Navigation Company
and the Parldc Coast Elevator Company's
warehouse in lower Albina. entauttifi a
loss of SSO.OW.

Sept. T.rtuter. the capiuiltst who was Indictedthree weeks ng by the tfrand Jury on
the charge of having stolen IS.rV. mix

ment showliiu the manner in which the
S23.O00 which he had htld for the company
was disbursed.

After the indictment wss returned thepresident of the rendering company deniedthat Mr. PR.ter hal misappropriate! nny
of Its money, and slnre then the company
has mtde full nurment nn nntoa tietsaaint It by Mr. Jllster without offeringany counter claim. The Insinuation, how-ever, his hreu circulated that the money,
u not misappropriated, was used for cor-rupt purposes by Mr. Ptister.

CIULLHrS AGREEMENT.
II then entered Into an agreement withthe Wisconsin RcnJerlng Company, which

work would be turned over to the Ren-dering Company.
