Jeflerson Club Officers Bay Col-
lector Has No Power to
Threaten Suits.

RUMSEY MAKES A STATEMENT.

Disapproves Methods to Get De-
linguent Dues by Action in
Courts, and Proceedings
Will Not Be Instituted.

—

‘The malling of notices of sult to delin-
quent members of the Jefferson Club over
the printed signatures of Constables Kin-
ney and McVey by Charles A. Lawler,
manager of the coliection department of
that organization, was not authoriged by
the Board of Directors of that club nor
the court officers, according to Fresident
Rumsey and Secretary Combs. They de-
clare that it was not the intention of the
board to sue members who failed to pay
back dues, but to make every effort possi-
ble to collect them without legal procesa,

Constabie Michael Kinney says that he
objected to his name being used on the
notice, but when it was represented to
him that the accounts were to be placed
in the hands of all the Constables of the
city, he did not make further protest, al-
though he did not expressly give his con-
sent to the procedure.

Yesterday the action of Collector Lawler
was the principal topic of conversation
among the members of the Jefferson Club,
Many contend that the club has no au-
thority to coliect dues more than six
months in arrears. It Is stated that the
rules of the club require that a mem-
ber must pay his dues In advange, but
after fallure te pay current dues within
three months, it is the duty of the treas-
urer to npotify him, and at the end of
the fourth month the delinquent member
should be suspended,

It Is further contended that a member
plx months In arrears should be dropped
from the roster of the club. It has been
the custom, however. to carry members
for several months longer than are laid
down by the rules, but the thought of en-
tering suit never entered the minds of
the officials, they say.

Acconding to the understanding of the
officers of the club, Charles A, lawler
s appointed to the position of collector
with a view to collecting the outstanding
dues, but it Is clalmed that he exceeded
his authority, =

President Hornce 8 Rumsey last night
sald: “The Board of Directors has au-
thorized no one in the name of the Jeffer-
son Club to bring =ult again= any of Its
members.  Several months ago the board
authorizged the employment of a collector
cn a pereentage basis,

*“1 do not belleve that the board Intend-
ed to convey any more than the ordinary
power with which individuals acting in the
capacity of collectors are invested.

“As president of the Jefferson Club I
desire It distirctly understood that 1 ap-
prove of mo such methods to collect de-
linquent dues as the recent eommunica-
tiona from peveral constahles of the city
indicate have been adopted, and 1 4o not
believe that a majority of the Board of
Directors, over whom 1 have the honor
of presiding, approve them.

*“My desire Is to promote the interests of
the Democratle party through organiza-
tion of Demorrats, such as the Jefferson
Club represeats, and thereby maintain our
present high standard of municipal gov-
ernment.
