ASYLUMS COME FIRST.

Citizens who, for one reason or another, oppose
the bond issue lay most stress on the King's High-
way boulevard. They call it a “rich man’s drive™
and a benefit limited 10 a emall section of the city.

That improvement is not sectional and it would
be a fine investment.

Yet. for the preseat. It is not a necessary addition
to the city, as are the asylum facilities. If that
question is the stumbling block we can drop the
project without any loss, even If we mins a useful
gain.

Friends of the asylum improvements, which can-
not be defeated without disgracefully confessing
that £1. Louls is not able to care for lis destitute
and afflicted—a confession which would lower our
status In civilization—friends of this pecessary ex-
penditure can well afford to give up the boulevand
proposition rather than Jeopardize the main purpose
of the bond ixgue.

The Repubiie believes that the boulevand would
be highly useful, especially 1o North and Routh Nt.
Louis. But the publie institutions come first. Let
the reluctant voters put a negative en the boulevard
if through that course they will persusde themselves
to support the other propositions.
