RECENT COMMENT

Ceagremionsl Party Filocteatiess,
R. 1. O'Brien in The Outlook.

It sometimes happens that a new Congress will be
more strongly Republican in the Upper House and less
#0 In the lower, or vice versa, than the preceding Con-
gres=. This is outwardly asomalous when it s consid-
ered that the same votes which elected the members of
the national Houre chose the Legislature, in most cases,
that were to elect the Senator. Both bodies would re-
spond to the ups and downs of the same party tide, were
i+ not that in the Houss of Representatives the contrast
is with that of itwo years before, while each class of
newly elected Senetors contrasts with those of six years
preceding. For example, the House chosen in 1808 bad a
much smaller Republican majority than that of 186
The Senate, however, Increased in Republicanism, be-
cause the class of Senators then coming into public Itfe
was heavily Republican, as agalnst a class elected on
the Cleveland tidal wave of 1892

Last year, such was the strength of the Roosevelt
ticket thmt both houses will be more Ilepublican in the
coming Congress than they were in the Fifty-eighth.
This indicates that the Republican tide rose higher
throughout the country im 1904 than it had done in 188,
carrying more States, and also that it was stronger than
fu 1%2. The Upper House thus represents in its political
complexion cortain long-distance tendencies of our po-
litlcal system. A wave of party power may spend its
force on the House In a single twe years, and the suc-
covding House go over 1o the opposition. The Hepub-
fican party may control the presidency for but a single
ierini, but In the Senste the present Roorevell tide will
show It==1f unt!l March 4, 1L Until that time, at least,
the members soon to begin real work will have votes.
