"Neither did the Greek scruple to use
poetic license in ether things. When he
fashioned the horaes uhiclt P.guie si
largely In the frieze of the Parthencn he
made them larger or smaller as the space
demanded. Also, lie understood perfcctly
the value of alliteration and repetition In

"It Is Interesting to note that, different
as are the results, the sculptors of an-
cient Greece worked, technically speakinr.
pr'cistly like the sculptors of to-d- The
fine marks en the marble show that th
statues re "pointed up' exactly as our;
to-da-v. 'pointing- up' is a technical
phrase. It refers to tho delicate process
of measuring the marble replica of the
cl.iv or plaster model and tftlns the ac-
curacy of the copy by ncncil marks and
a flr.o needle in a little measuring ma-
chine.

"The needle leaves Infinitesimal marks
In the surface hence the origin of the
phrase pointing; up. In this and other
technical directions the art of sculpture
Is tilled to-d- as it was tn the days or
Phidias r.nd Praxltele.

DISTINCTION IN TREATMENT
"The Greeks made a distinction In their

treatment of statues which e do not to-da- v.

A temple statue si as handled verv
differently from cr.e Intended to be !eel
In the open. Take, for example, the dif-
ference In the great Atl.cn.i I'arthenos, by
Phldlas. and the famous Hermes tf
Praxiteles. The former was unfinished In
style and was treated with a stiffness and
dignltv almost architectural and admlrn-bl- v

adapted to Its position, where It was
lighted onlv from the eistern and western
ends of the Parthenon. Th "atter was
polished to a clesjmlnglv smooth surface
and pcrfectlv flnishtd in all Its details,
since it was to be seen In the round and
out of doors.

"Phidias, bv the lne. hns generally leen
accepted as the mister of architectonic
sculpture, or Fcu.i'iurp as hi. .'lanurruuu
'f architecture I ut personally I

the attie. crude and
rough as they were, were better ndaptt--1
to the uses and effects of nrchttivture
than the noble works or Phi Hns.

--After his advent sculpture became, not
th liandrrald of architecture, bvt her -
