"Men enlisted here are sent direct to
Norfolk. Vn.. where they are given a
credit of 10 by the Government.

CHOP CONDITIONS.
That there ts a growing dispositionamong operators In this country to Ignore)

or minimize the result of highly favoruM
harvests and great material prosperity
Justifjittjf hlghtr money Is v:ry apparent.
But then, by what standards may ws
Judge of security prices? If the money of
the manufacturer and the merchant Is
worth more to him In his business ven-
tures than when laid out In securities atthe present price level, is he not raorv
likely to continue It In his business and t
develop niil extend his enterprises than to
Invest In securities?

Money b'.s and flows-- at the financial
center like he tides of the sea. It Is a
natural cnr!u.sion that, after the great
crops are harvested nnd after the harvests
themselves are marketed, the surplus
Horn's Into the smaller reservoir, the minor
banking centers, and then on to the cen-
tral reservoirs at the. great centers. But
at tho present time of general business ac-
tivity in the Interior, certain developments
in Interior enterprises may have the ten-
dency of withholding something or defer-
ring the return How. while the problem ts
complicated by the very optimism of the
speculative security markets.

That that opinion
Li still held and unquestionably believed,
bv many persons of the highest promi-
nence In the financial tllitrlct. la) unques-
tionably true. ...Doubtless, too. It a large meas-
ure to the. prestr.t stability and the ab-
sence of Important tr disquieting liquida-
tion, and yet It seems clear. If the price
are rtjstaned and now. they
rr.alo demands credit that are calcu-
lated to defir monetary relaxation, while
the adxances are ihcoU!itlng the move-
ment which was expcteil. and which may
le found t have already taken place
when the turn of the year arrives. Cer-
tainly. If no accident happens In the
meanwhile and the present tactics) con-
tinue, a price level will hav.j been reached
that leaves little margin for further
healthy Improvement, and which makes
more dangerous to the public even than
now any participation In the market.
