tions in the World.

SETTLERS' HOPES REALIZED.

Land Long Sought After by
Whites Proves the Home of

Corn, Cotton, Potato and
Best Broomcorn Grown.

BV A STAFF COmtEI'ONDBNT.
Knld. Ok.. Nov. 12. The Cherokee Strip

is a, kingdom in Itself. The seven counties
which lie along; the Kansas border and
which were comprised In the '"Strip" at-

tracted the attention of the world for
Years, as full of the choicest land for the
farmer and stock raiser.

The openlna; of older Oklahoma In 1SS9

only Inspired a stronger delre in the
heart of the white man for po.es.lnn of
the golden acres which a paternal gov-

ernment had handed over to the Indian
of the Osage. Ponca. Otoe. Missouri and
Tonkawa tribe..

which Is now Ucavcr
County, the arm of Oklahoma, which
stretches westward like a peninsula be-

tween Kansas and Texas, became th
property or the white settlers In 1S90. and
Pottawatomie and Uncoln counties were
created In th; same year from the domain
taken fxom the Sacs and Foxes, the lowas
and the Pottawatomie?.

This latter has become the home of the
potato, the watermelon, corn and cotton
and everything else which Is wortli hav-
ing or raising. All the while the longing
for the Cherokee Strip was only becoming
intensified.

After what became almost a running
fiKht between the squatters and the
soldiers of the regular army the Govern-
ment beKan negotiations looking toward
th5 settlement of the Strip. The whites
knew what ws thi re and what the possi-
bilities were; the Indians r.tltlier knew
nor cared.

The squatter squatted and the Indians
restltss. Finally a treaty was

concluded which sent the red men back
into Indian Territory witli the other tribes
and the word was ent nut which brought
7A0CO would-l- settlers to the edges of
the Snip.

On Sptemler l. 1SSC, a ruh such ns
gave birth to Oklahoma In ISM followel
the slRtml gun's liooin. and by nixhtfall
the much-covete- d land had been staked
out and there was a duplication of those
stirring scenes which marked the lirst
days of the Territory proper.

In every particular the fondest expec-
tations of those who lartlclpated in the
wild rid" across tlie bonier line have been
exceeded by the results which have ed

the development of the Strip.
There have bi-e- seven counties estab-llhe- .l

out of the land, which was opened
for settlement Woodward, Kay. Pawiite,
Grant. Garfield. Noblo and Wood and
nil of them without exception, have grown
Into strong. aggrrlre communities of the
highrst type of American citizenship.

The stuff was there which made the set-
tlers properous and nmrly satisfied and
the class of men who entered the Strip
was til" kind which knows a good thing
when een and is willing to wall for the
ultimate result.

The tiy-ou- t was s;x-cd-
y anil eminently

satisfactory and to visit the Strip as it
now stands is to see what a kindly Prov-
idence and an active white man can d"
for country

The Cherokee Strip and the wheat belt
of Oklahoma are synonymous terms. They
and one-ha- lf million of acre of wheat
L" a most conservative statement of what
Northern Oklahoma is doing In the way
of farm product.
