The same sentence was
meted out to Thomas D. Brennan. who
pleaded guilty to voting en another man's
name. Both men voted In th Third As-
sembly District. e

Counsel for W. R. Hearst to-d- raised
the legal point that Mayor McClellan will
be Mayor of New York only as a holdover
after December Si next, unless Mr.
Hearst's tight for a recotfht Is ended be-
fore that time.

This waa said to be due to the fact that
under an order Issued last week by Jus-
tice Amend of the Supreme Court, the
Board Of Canvassers of the New Tork
County cannot Issue a certificate ef elec-
tion either to Mayor McClellan or the
Comptroller or President of the Board of
Aldermen until the proceedings are ended.

In many of the districts canvassed by
the Board of County Canvassers of New
York County discrepancies were found to-
day, and the Hearst representatives claim
their candidate trained more than 130 rotes.
This gain was disputed, however. Tho
canvassers are comparing tally sheets with
the police returns.
