AGAIN THE ARBITRARY.

A contemporary asks The Republic to apply what
it bas sald recently against the passenger arbitrary
assessed by the Eastern lines entering the Et. Louis
gateway tq the freight arbitrary. It has no hesita-
tion in doing =0. The expense to the railway com-
panles of carrying freight across the Mississippl
River at St. Louis should be treated like any other
expense. They should meet it out of a mileage
charge, which should not be lncreased by an arbi-
trary addition to cover the cost of river transfer.

This is no new statement by The Republic. It
is merely repetition of declarations tbat have ap-
peared a numbeg of times in these columns since the
free-bridge agitation began, and many tlmes in pre-
vious years before the question of a municipal bridge
wus suggested. The Republic Is not speaking any
more explicitly on this polut now than it has again
and again spoken for years past.

As a matter of fact, there is practically po dis-
agreement on this specilic issue among the people
of 8t Louls, although some of the newspapers have
endeavored to muike it appear that there is. Disa-
greement does exist a= to the most expedient method
to adopt for the accomplishment of the desired end,
but the demand for the end lizelf is almost universal.
Naturally there are some people connected with
the management of the railways who feel that oppo-
sitton is enforced by the duty of economical man-
agement, but even among them may be found broad-
minded and progressive officials who unhesitatingly
sdmit that the river arbitrary should go and the
vipense it iwmposes now on the pubiic should be
assumed by the railway companies

A high official In one of the greatest trunk lines
of the country has quite recently made the admis-
sion that the arbitrary charged at 8t. Louis Is thor-
onghly antiquated. Still another official, who is the
active head of one of the great railway systems of
the contineut and intimately familiar himself with
#very phase of the St. Louis terminal problem, has
stated within the current week that the arbltraries
charged on passengor and freight traffic crossing the
river at 8t. louis¢ ought to be abandoned and the
exjpense of river transit be carried at 8t. Louls, as
similar bridge or terminal expenses are carried at
uther great commercial centers.

These expressions evidence that the demand of Rt.
I.onis ts not unreasopable, and the evil of which it
complains is uot unreal. It does not follow, how-
ever, that this concurrence as to a common object

hiould require unanimous assent to every Impractl-

ble suggestion and vislonary project that may be
put forward. The wisdom of the free-bridge proposl-
tlon E.ns Leen questioned because it has not been
made clear that It would relieve the trade of this
«'ty of a burden the railways alone should bear.
Perhaps it may yet be developed so that 1t will do
this, but =0 far it promfses only a transfer of the
burden from the merchants to the taxpayera.

Wiist The Republic secks is a transfer from the
mwrchants to the railways. A ooosiderable part of
that trapsfer is accomplished by the reduction in
the rate the raliways have agrevd to make, It re-
miains now to secure the complete withdrawal of the
arbitrary and the full removal of the expense, To
the accompllshment of that end The Republic is
as carpestly committed as any of its vociferous con-
temporuries. It is mot blind, however, to the fact
that we must prepare for handling freight on this
side that is now handled at East St. Louls. That Ia
« terminal problem pure and simple, and npot a
bridze problem. It Is fortunate the members of the !
Municipal Commission are now devoting themselves |
to it solution with the same intelligence and zeal
they gave to the consideration of the river arbi-
trary. It Is safe to gay they will work with the
definite purpose of securing the entire removal of
the arbitrary charge amd the assumption by the
