A Great Plenty of Birds but 1t Talkes o Keon
Hunter to Get Thew.
[¥ram the Chleago Tribune)

Hunting wild geese on the plains and
nlong the Missourl and Missisgippl riv-
or bottom lands s great sport, but
(here are scores of Hunters in southern
Calltornis, anil especlally In the Ban
Joaquin valley, who suy that nowhere
plge n the United Btates are there bet-
ter opportunities to hunt geese and
ducks than ln this reglon, Out here it
is @ sport replete with Incldent, and &
vecreation that ope must experlence Lo
thoroughly appreciale,

fa the manth of November and early
December thure ave Nterdlly scores of
armles of wild geebe; numbering 2,000
or 3,000 eadh, that pass over this sec-
tlon in thelr migration from British
Amerien to the Mexloan and Central
Ameriean coast region. On some days
at this keason thera are to be seen In
the lttle coves 4nd marghy bays that
indent the const of southern Callfornia
thondnnds of wild peease, squawlking,
diving, and “honkhonking” on the sur-
fiace of the water, They feed upon the
whent and barley left on the ground
mwnrid the stubble by the careless thrash-
&rs In the graln fields of this region.
Hundreds of men and Loys who can
ghoot turn out gnnually at this season
to bave a day or two of sport in shoot-
ing them,

There hive Yeen days when s many
ns o thoukand wid geese have been
stumbled over' In a single locality, and
It Ja estlmated that there have been
many days whan several thousand of
the bhrds have been slain by hunters
here and there In southern California,
Still there g no dfminution In the nums
bier of gesse And shch year the flocks are
just na frequent and as Jarge.

At about the middie of October each
year the professional goose hunter of
Callfornla fxez a etotlon among the
rank grasses and tales nbhout the shores
of the marshy bhays, and especially the
muddy alkall Iakw in preparation for
the coming of the migrating birde from
the north, As sureli ax November rolls
around the bisds bhegin to come and the
hiunter beging his campalgn of ghoot-
Ing gessy. There (8 no game quite &0
wary ng the Pacific const gease, and it
requires rare patlenees, much expokurs;
and finusna) knowlsdge of the habits af
the birds to be able to get them In great
quantitles to supply the markets

When the hunter conslders that he
{8 much blgger thah the gooke, and
that the range of vislon of this tireless
navieator of the wmir Is greatly en-
hanced from s exalied positlon among
the clouds, and that the game he soeks
15 always on the alert for danger, he
will then appreciite the necesslty of
Iylng very low when he seeks to got
within gunshot of wild geess. They
cannot ba fooled ke ducks, They are
entirely devold of curlosity; and take
many things for granted without stop-
ping to investigate, especinlly If the
things look like men, When migrating
the goose seidom alights in the water
in the daytime, although It keeps dlose
to it, nnd generally follows a water
ranrke during most of its filght. When
it gettles for a nhght's redt It gensrally
gonka open water, but Is up at dawn
and awny.

The beat locality In southern Call-
fortin to bag 76 or 100 wild gesse a
diy By a man who makes a busihess
of hunting is about the alkall lake and
the immense Irelgating ressrvolrs of wa-
ter of Kern county, where over 10,000
actes of wheat flalds e adjacent. When
the day s misty and the elouds come
low duwn toward the en¥th 18 consld-
ered by experienced huntera to be the
hest time to get shots that tell, for the
geeke will not aftempt th make long
Mights unless the lookout ean see the
aurroundings peefectly, and thus they
aré compelled to fly low or stop until
the olouds flss or roll by, When fol-
lowling the river in stormy weather
they will' often allght upon gravel and
gandbars where nd whlows or vegeta-
tion of any kind grow. Sometlmes they
drop down In the dentre of a big grain
field, and put ln thelr walting moments
in filling up.

The hunter for wild geese In Kern
dounty or anywhere in the San Joaguin
vallsy, who goes Into the sport to make
a business of It for & day or two or A
woek or two at n tlme, must lotate
himsell on a sand bar In the lake an
hour or two befors dawn, The boat-
man that lands Hm must tiake his craft
awny ngaln after he nsalats in the nrep-
aratlons for the morning's shoot. A
shovel will Be handy to make a slight
depression in the sand or gravel—say
plghteen Inches deep and seven feet
{ong. Throw an old quiit in the bottom
gn that when you llg down you will not
te exposced to damprness, Then You
want a plece of canvas as near the col-
or of the sand or grivel as possible
This canvas ehould be large enough to
cover n spnce sight feel square. It pos.
gible, have about half a domen tame
geesa as Aark In color as can be got.
These should be tied to slakes at abaut
thirty wvards distant from your blind.
Be sure and have one old gander among
theee decovs. A d2-calfbre Winchester
and a good shot gun will both come In
play, The shotgun shellg should cons
tain Ave drams of powder and an ounce
and a quarter of No, 2 ghot.
