The largest
elm tree in the borough lost a section of
two limbs, and this to the damage
which the tree suffered back in the bliz-
zard winter takes away from its actual
beauty. It is a good thing the storm is
over.

The writer helped to get a broken
down long covered sleigh wagon on to
a long wagon sled Thursday night,
drawn by two horses. A party had met
with an accident and this was the dam-
age to the covered long sled wagon:

Sympathy to all that were hurt
by the sudden turn fn affairs is given
by those who heard of it. In several
days from now the result of the hurts
to any will be healed, and the Incident
may be remembered by each as each in
their way escaped.

the Recent Action of the Hoard of Kiluca
tion The Effect of Tills Action The Fu
ture of the Societies.
The rule forbidding: the meeting of

secret societies or clubs In the High
schools went Into effect yesterday.
The subject has been considered for the
last three weeks by the board of edu-

cation, and the action taken was only
after a thorough discussion. The ex
istence of the societies in the school
is regarded as an evil which needed

consideration, as the effect produced by
them tends to make the social life at
the school too prominent a factor in the
school life. The two societies which
are the leading factors are Gamma
Delta Psl and Alpha Delta Sigma, both
of which are fraternities. Gamma Delta
Psl in Hillhouse is the Alpha Chapter,
and was established in 1879. It has
chapters in the high schools of Brook-

lyn, Washington, D. C, Grand Rapids,
Mich., Suspension Bridge, N. Y., and
Naval academy, Md.

Alpha Delta Sigma i3 the Beta chap-
ter of the fraternity which has chap-
ters in Bridgeport, Meriden, New Brit-
ain and New Haven. There are two
other secret societies in the school, B.
T. and Phi Alpha Phi, the former being
the young ladies' club, which was form-
ed in 1885. The other is a new society
formed last year.

Each of the first named societies pub-
lish papers, the Crescent and the Ra-

diator, respectively. The Crescent was
first published In December, 1882, and
has continued till now It embraces thirty
pages every month. Nine editors are
required to manage the publication,
its advertisements paying for the Issue.
The Radiator was, started in January,
1893; and has risen from eighteen to
thirty pageB in two years, and as in the
Crescent, nine editors are required to
edit it. Both papers are an ornament
to the school, and take places with the
leading high school journals in the
United States.

The Intense rivalry between the two
societies has been very noticeable the
last year, and it is claimed by those
who are competent to judge, that this
Is the reason that Hillhouse has lost
both in athletics and football. Those
assuming control of the teams have
put their society's interests before those
of the school, and the result is the suc-

cess of the team Is not to be had. The
board of education in Hartford will not
allow the existence of a society in the
school there, and she seems to be able
to compete with the other schools of
the state. The idea seems to be preva-
lent that the Boardman school is en-

tangled In the meshes of secret socie-
ties. The fact is, there has not been,
and is not now a secret society In the
school, as the reports would make out.

Pi Alpha Phi Is the only senior so-

ciety in the high school, and is limited
to eight members. It was organized
last fall with the object of a social and
literary nature.

The societies will continue, no doubt,
to exist and rule as before, but the
first step has been taken toward re-

ducing their importance as a factor in
the hlgW school.

The I.ate Mrs. lOllza A. Roberta.
Mrs. Kliza A. Roberts, who died sud-

denly Sunday morning was a daughter
of the late John H. Phoebus, and widow
of the late Almon P. Roberts, both of
whom were well known in this city
some years ago. Mrs.. Phoebus, who
died some thirty-fiv- e years ago, was
well known in musical circles as a lead-
er and director, forty to fifty years
ago. He was at one time leader of the
Trinity church choir, and of what is
still well remembered by old residents
as the Old Gents' band, a noted band
of its day here. He gave a number of
concerts in this city, and among his
principal singers were Clara Louise Kel-

logg and Prof. B. Jepson, who were
under his direction.

Mrs. Roberts was also well known in
musical circles at that time, and was
considered one of his best singers.
