Tho Entive Brigade, Three Tharand
Strong, Are to Roport al Thelr Armories
This Morning—This Declsion was Arrived
ul Aftor u Conferenes In the Office of
Mayor Sehileron Yestorday Afternonn.
Brooklyn, Jan. 18—One trolley

which had been ldle all week started
up this afiernoon and a small riot fol-
lowed, It waa the Tompkins avenue
and Fulton atreet lne. One car was
disabled, others had windows broken,
nnd attempts were made to overturn
other cars at different points along the
line. There were a few arrests, but In
most oases the men who caused the
trouble escaped,

President Norton of the Atlantic nve-
nue Bystem sent & formal demand to
Police Commissloner Welles this after-
noon for proper pollce protection of the
property of his company, and announg-
o that he would start cars on all lines
to-morrcw and hold the city responsi-
ble for any damage that regulted. Prog-
|dent Lewlg of the Brooklyn Heights
company niso talked of opening new
linee to-morrow morning,

President Wicker of the Willlamsburg
Hnes andounced that he would start his
oiirs In the morning and glve the strik-
ers all the fight they wanted. All of
the eompanies have hundreds of new
men who have been orought from Bos-
ton, Philadelphia, Newark, Jersey City
and other points, and they demand po-
lice protection In order to operate thelr

roads.

Late in the afternoon Mayor Schier-
én, who had been besleged all duy by
ciilzens who petitioned him to compal
the companies to resume traflic and by
the presidents who demanded more pro-
teotion, seriously consldered the ques-
tion of having the militia ealled out.
In order to learn officially If there re-
mitined any chance of arbltration he
Sefit o lotter to the boavd of arbitration
and mediation s-king what prospect
thore was of atermination of the strike.

He sent a letter to Brigadier
General McLeer asking him to furnish
400 to 700 troops to act as guards at the
rallroad depots and Btables, Befors
midnight speclal mesdengers were
gkurrying around town in the fulllng
gnow and militiamen were notified to
report to their avmories at 4 a. m.

The decision to order out troops was
arrived at after n conference at the
mavor's office between the mayor, cor-
poration counsel, Folice Commissioner
Welles and City Works Commissioner
White. Tt {8 the Intentlon to employ
troops to guard the stables, relieving
the piollce go they can be utilized to pro-
tect the cars.

The entire brigade, 3,000 atrong, has
been ordered out.

Japan,

Wnshington, Jan. 18.—The dlscugsion
of the Japaness treaty, which was be-
zun by the senate In executive sesslon
to-day almost Immedlately after the
doors had closed developed more op-
position than it was thought exlsted,
Mr., Morgan explained the provigions
of the treaty and entered into an elab-
aritte discusslon of te bearings upon the
treaties the United States has with
gther governments

Among thode who partlelpated were
Megsrs, Fryc of Malne, White of Call-
fornla Mlitchell of Oregon and Other
sanators from the western states, My
Mitehell oppoged Lhe trenly ds belng
(letrimental to the Unilted States and
slmitar In Ita operations to the Chinese
treaty  recently ratified.

served to abrogate that trealy after one
Year's notice. Our treaties with Eng-
land, Germany, Frante and Russin—In
short, all the great powers—contiln
this stiuplation, and it wus contended
that If a treaty was ratiffed with Japan
eontinuing such A clnuse for ten yenrs
and then able to be abrogated only atter
the ustinl notice of one yedar all pu
other treaties would hnve ta be trentetl
in llke manner. This, It was shown,
wonld work to the great harm of the
ITnited States in case this government
should ever see L Lo pass a4 Taw mok-
Ing discrimination against merchandise
Imported in vessels other than Ameri-
enm;

Messra, TLodge, White and Lindsny
favored the amendment sugposted by
Mr, Frye. The obfection to that party
of the trealy tieing the hands of the
government for ten years on the ta-
vored national clayise came from the
demoeratie side of (he chamber with
ns much force as from the republican
alde. Pinally it was agreed the treaty
shonlidl be returned to the enmmitiee on
forelgn relptfons for further congidera-
tHon and possible amendment.

reguliste wages and to deal with em-
ployera through representatives Lthat
the evil begins,

Mr. Long next oluimed that combling-
tlonn on the part of employers do not
oppress  workingmen, but have been
productive of #nh Incerease o the #um
tatpl of thelr wages, The workingmen
of the United States seem continually
Impressed with the idea that they nre
down=trodden, and it is thie Impression
that underlles all their demands. So
long e It remuing prevalent owners of
capital will be unwilling to lay outl
thelr money In Industrial eoterprises,
Uaplital ns well ns labor hns righta, Li-
bor organizations, on the one hand, de-
mind the privilege of dlotating the
wages their members shall recelve, and,
on the other, they demand the right to
Metate to employers what men shall he
amiployed, Non-unlon men are thus

HUminated from thelr ealeulations. La-
bor s unable to fix the price of wiges,
seonuse thal prices ia regulatad by the

inw of supply nnd demand. Employers

wre in no way responsible for the nbun-
Innee of Inhor, and It 1= extreme folly

demund or expect them to pny more

Mr, Long emphnsined the faet thuat
the demands of Inhar are In many cases
pribitrary nnd unjust. Yeenuse lnhor or-

the Unjted States less than one-fifth

Bun Franclsoo, Jan, 18—The corre-
spondent of the Unlted Press at Hono-
it dn @ letter dated January 10 says:

On the Gth T reported what geemed an
attempt on the 3d to arm batives at
Kukalko., One attempt to land rifies
from the steamer Waimaulo was [(rias-
trivtedd by Lhe police, but n sécond at-
tempel wikk suoeessful, On the evening
of Sunday, the 6th, 600 rifies were land-
ofl between Wallne and Diaimnond Head,
nearly six miles from town. Five hun-
dred natives there received
guns and ammunition. The Walmaulo
brought the #ifes from beyond Wallag,
where they had been landed from the
schooner Norma from Victoris, If our
informatlon I8 correct,

The natives were under command of
Hob Wiloox and Sam Cowleln, They
suptuced during the day and detaingd
elght or tep white persons found strall-
Ing bLeyvond Dinmond Head. The wires
to the telephone on the IHead were out
<o no informotion could reach the city.
The headquurters were nt Anton Rosi's
house, oear Wallag, Tt was the Inten-
tlon to rush in early In the evening and
surprise the city while the people weore
at ohurch. Tha authorities received In-
formation towards nlght that arms
wete being lunded at Diamond Head ot
the house of (George Bertéllmann, a half
white royalist, A strong squad of
mounted police was immediately sent
to segroh Bertelimonn's house. The
Citizens’ guard was on the alert and the
vilugteors were summoned,

Captiln Purker with his police reach-
od Beptallmunn's pliace after dark. Ber-
tellmann was on his veranda with n
stranger, and while the police wore 1in-
ed up on the lawn Députy Murehal
fBrown proceeded to read u warrant,
Whils he was reading It the pollce were
fired upot from the beach. The rebels
wore there In force on thelr way to sur-
prise the city, At that moment there
arrtved from thelr houses some dis-
tnnee  townrd town three prominent
voung men, J. B. Castle, Collector Gen-
ara]l Charles 1. Carter and his law part-
o, Alfred Marter

The enemy
were driven from the shad, buat ran
to the bush, From therd they kept up
a hot fire upon the house, to which
the wounded man Nad been earrled
with Lane and two others., Alfred
Carter went for p doctor and Parker
mide an effort to'drive nway the enemy,
but found the fire overpowering. The
flollee rin to. thelr horses and rushed
off to telephons for troope. Brown
got to Nolter, n mile away, and called
for help. Captaln Purker was driven
Into the bueh with one man and did
pot peach town untll dayilght. Mean-
time Alfred Carter returned to Her-
tellmann's with Dr. Wolter's, hut was
unable to pass the enemy. Castle and
one pollceman eargd for the wounded,
hald the prisoners dnd compelled Ber-
tellmnnn’s firing to cease,

Getting Brown's message the gov-
ernmont hurried out thirty soldiers in
omnibuses under Llcutenant King.
The whole force of volunteers was
onlled out and statlfoned at important
pointe, The cltizens guard was put on
In snuads In the street corners; and
before 0 a'olopk the clty was in A state
of defenop, King and his men were on
the ground by 0 p'clock, The enomy
retirad before them, keoping up a
gnlling fire. A, Carter and Dr, Wolters
entered the house, crawling on hands
and knees,

They found ¢ L. Carter in great
agony, Afterward Ne was removed to
hip own house. Holl was sont to the
hogpital and Bertellmann and the two
natives were gent to the station house.
The enemy had retreated up the helghts
which overlooked the house and this
mnde the house untenable. King re-
tired balf a mile o the Sans Souci
hotel and reported the situation: A
emaoll foree wons gent the same night
but on' the Waialpe rowd, twa mliles
Inland. The enemy was found alss on
that road. Early In the motning Liet-
tenant Coyne was dent ont with twenty-
five more men, He and King formed
a line from the beach at Sans Soucl to
near the west slope of the head, The
ribels ascendad to the rim of the erater
when they could fire to greal advan-
tage upon the goldlers., A rifled gun
wns sent out ta Coyne and shellg were
dropped apon the summit. This fright-
ened the rebels away, One shell hurst
In the group on the highest peak and
killed geveral men,

The number of rehelz on the erater
wng estimated at over one hundred,

At an early hour E. B, Murray with
twenty-five speciala and tén mounted
pollcemen was gent out on the Wallae
road, Neaping the rldge back of Dia-
mond Head the rebels opened fire on
them with field pleces. Bob Wilcox
handled the gun. He was In & natural
fortificntion, a small voleanie cone, No
oneé wag hit. Muorray fell back. Cap-
tnln Zeigler was then sent out with a
force of volunteers and sharpshooters
and a rifled gun, arriving at 3 p. m
Partly by shelling and partiy by the
direct attack of the men Wilcox was
foread to abrndon hiz position, carrs-
Ing off his gun, Large numberz of nn-
tives were In the chapparal, hoth helaw

The na-
tives did not know how to handle thelr
pnans, Bevernl of them were killed
and wounded.

tug Hlen got bevond Diamond Head
with & gun und sharpshooters, They
shelled the rebels out of the bush on
the Wallne shore, and also shéelled and

Townrds night over thirty rebels sur-
rendered to Zelgler. They were mosgtly
riffraff natives from the city. At ths
seene of ‘battel and at Rosi's house weha
captursd 120 carbines, 600 rounds of
cartridges and iwenty-five dynamite
hand grenades of forelgn mnke.

A native was captured with a note
from Wileox to Nowleln, proporing
they should selme the steamer Kaidla,
anchored six mile2 up the coust, go to
Mawl and there set up o goveérnment,
The Wlen started with a gun and ten
sharpehooters found the Xaala all
right and sent her away.

Charles Lamb Carter died at 5 5. m.
The denth created a profound sengation.
He was a man of unusual ability, an
engaging manner and high character.
He was one of the five ¢ommissioners
who negotiated the treaty of annexa-
tion with Presldent Harrison In 1808,
He was a loading member of the con-
ventlon which framed the new constltu.
tion lagt  year and was  ex-
pected to be a leader in the coming
sosslon of the legldinture, although bare-
Iy thlrty years of age, He was the old-
est son of the late Hawallan minister at
‘Washington, Henry A, P, Carter, and
o nephew of Chlef Justice Iudd. He
leaves a widow and two children. e
wag burled the same day from his
mother’s house In this clty.

Carter's death created unususl ardor
among loyal citizena to crush the ene-
my. A large number of doubtful per-
aons, 00, came forward to  eghoyldey
guna for the government. Including
the regulars, pollce, voluntesr troops,
apecinl police, sharpshooters, cltlzens'
guirds and other volunteers, the total
number of men carrying arms for the
government was not less than twelve
Hundred,

Among those offering service were 100
natives, Search was mide for the reb-
els on the 8th, but they could not be
found. On the 0th troops wers gent up
Haul and Jocated Wileox nnd slxty men
in tha pen, an encloged space in a cor-
ner of the valley, The troops drew in
upon him an@ shinrp action began, Tnst-
Ing three hours, whan shells drove the
enemy into hiding in the ridges and
bush. Wilcox and his men fought sav-
agely, firing 300 shots, butl Inflicting no:
injury, Two of his men were killed,
Two anrrendered,
