The barge arrived at the time desig

nated, manned by thirty men, who were
provided with billets of wood to de
fend themselves In case of attack. As
a sort of feint, a portion of the men pro
ceeded to the market with baskets,
Meanwhile Mr. Bee'cher had packed the
unfinished iigure-hea- d in a large box,
and lowered it down by the run into the
barge. This accomplished the boat
swain piped his whistle, and the crew
of the barge came on board, and she
shot through the canal just as the ex
cited crowd, who had got wind of the
proceedings, appeared in the ground,
"the little man in black" with his treas
ure, being a prominent object on board
the ibarge for the hisses of the crowd. .

On arrival at Charlestown, Mr. Beech
cr was alloted a convenient room to
prosecute the work, before which
sentinel paced night and day. The
figure-hea- d was completed and bolted
upon the cutwater of the Constitution
before she left the dock and hauled out
to her anchorage in the stream. To
guard against any Intended attack by
the mobe Commodore Elliot had placed
the yard In a state of defense.

The firmness of Mr. Beecher and the
boldness of Commodore Elliot tended to
increase the excitement in Boston
There seemed to be a fixed determina
tion that the Constitution should not
go to sea with that figure-hea- How to
accomplish the result was not easy to
decide upon. But a way at once seem
ed open to them.

Captain Sam Dewey, a bold, daring
and reckless niton, had just arrived from
sea, and one evening while in company
with a few klndrid spirits, the matter
was broached. Captain Dewey declar-
ed that he would "cut off that figure-
head and produoe it on a certain eve-

ning."
The boldness of the proposition and

the well known intrepidity of the man
gained immediate credence, and It was
not long before preparations were made
for a grand celebration and supper at
Gallagher's hotel, then a well known
house In Boston.

The night fixed upon by Captain
Dewey was eminently propitious a
fearful storm was raging, accompanied
by sharp lightning and terrible thun-
der. Dewey had his confederates at a
given point; he took a skiff at Charles-
ton bridge, and without the aid of oars
quietly dropped alongside the frigate.

Fastening his painter to the lower
bobstays, he climbed up to the head,
being provided with a narrow, but
highly-tempere- d saw.

LHban B. Beeoher, I'ormerly a Well Known
Citizen of Now Haven, Figures Conspicu

ously in the History of "Old Ironsides."
The La'ban S. Beecher referred to In

the appended article from the Ports
mouth. N. H.. Times, was a Bon of

the late Captain Benjamin Beecher of

this city, and will be recalled by many
of our older citizens. He was a pupil
of the late Hezekiah Augur, a noted

sculptor in his day, whose residence

was the square brown house setting
well back from the southeast corner of

Wall and Orange streets, now the site
of the residence of Edwin B. Bowditch.

Old Lancasterian school boys will

this house and the statuary
which stood in the 'bushes of this yard,
which were allowed to grow without
trimming. Mr. Beecher, after attain
ing his profession, set out from New
Haven to prosecute the business of

carving which ne nao learneu, ana
brought up In Rox'bury, Mass., on the
22nd of February, (Washington's birth-

day) which was his home until his
death. He always said that his ar
rival there "was announced by the fir-

ing cf cannon and ringing of bells, and
that it was annually observed." The
writer of this has heard him narrate
the history of the carving of this fig-

ure head, spoken of in the article men-
tioned. After he had completed it and
it had been placed on the frigate and
sawed off, he was Importuned to cut an-

other, but the excitement ran so high
he preempt;ri!y refused to do notwith
standing great Inducements were held
out to him. He said he had filled to the
letter one contract and would never cut
another.

Mr. Beecher married in early life a
well ' known New Haven lady. Miss
Frances Liines. Roxbury, then a sub
urb of Boston, was always their home.
They both reached their three score
years and ten, loved and lamented
leaving four daughters, the eldest
whom married the late Honorable Wil
liam Gaston, of Boston an

of Massachusetts. Anoth
er married Henry 13. Crowel, a prom
nent citizen of Boston, and who for
many years was one of the governor
council of that state. A third married
General Henry W. Fuller, who served
n the late war, entering the service

as colonel of his regiment, and for mer
itorious conduct he was promoted to
generalship. At the close of the war
he returned to his practice of law
His high repute and standing at th
Massachusetts 'bar secured him the po
sition of a judge In Norfolk county
Mass, which position he held at th
time of his death. The youngest daugh
er married Henry Merril, esq., one 0

the chiefs of the editorial staff of the
New York World.

The article from the Portsmouth pa
per is as follows:

The interesting and convincing arti
cle from the trite pen of "W. II.

head on Old Ironsides was one night
stolen from Its position. The vandal
act created intense excitement at th
time, and as an important link of th
chain of history attached to this
markable vessel, we herewith give th
facts as culled from an account pre
pared by the late Captain Ben Rich
who was a leading actor in that event

Just after the opening of General
.lacKson s second term tnere arose be-

tween his administration and the op
position a spirited war In regard to the
United States bank, which institution

eaded by Nicholas Riddle of Pennsyl
anla, was regarded by many as an

opponent of the interests of trade. On
the contrary the whlgs gave it the!
sanction and support. It was supposed
hat Webster's great speech in reply to

She was the
glory of the old North End, and on her
first voyage was manned mostly by
Boston mtn. The time, the clrcum
stance and the order all provoked the
Boston merchants, and they appointed
a committee to wait on Mr. Beecher and
request him' to stop the work.

Old Captain Ben Rich, long since
dead, was the spokesman of that com
mui.ee, a great lriena as well as a
generous patron of Mr. Beecher, being
a large shipowner. Mr. Beecher res-

pectfully declined to accede to the de
mand made by Captain Rich. Another
of the committee, Mr. Alfred Richard-
son, waited upon 'Mr. Beecher with the
same result, Mr. Beecher threatening
to shoot any man who should Interfere
with his work.

As soon as the facts were made pub-
lic the excitement became intense and
violence was threatened, the principal
merchants of Boston taking part. At
this juncture Commodore Elliot, being
alarmed for the safety of the figure-
head, with the promptness and decis-
ion which were characteristic with the
bluff old commodore, ordered the work
to be taken to the navy yard, and there
finished, and informed Mr. Beecher that
he would send a well-arm- barge to
the rear of his shop toy daylight. (Mr.
Beecher's place was situated so that
