Motives for American Music.
A while ago I suggested that Insplra

tlon for truly national music might b

derived from the negro melodies or In-

dian chants. I was led to take this view

partly by the fact that the

nls.ntat.lon songs are Indeed the most

striking and appealing melodies that

have yet been found on this side of the

wntpr. but largely by the observation

that this seems to be recognised, though

often unconsciously, by most Ameri
cans. All races nave men
ly national songs, wnicn tney at u..

rniia as their own, even if they
have never heard them before. When

a Tsech, a Pole, or a Magyar in una
country suddenly hears one of his folk

songs or dances, no matter ir. m ia iui
the first time In his life, his eye lights
up at once, and his heart within him

responds, and claims that music as its
own. So It is with those of Teutonic or

Celtic blood, or any other men, indeed,
tvhr,ap. first lul'labv mayhap was a song
wrung from the heart of the people.

It is a proper question to ass, wuai
onrro fiinn hp one: to tne Amerasu
and appeal more strongly to him than
any others? What meiouy couia Biuy
him thp street if he were in a
strange land and make the home feel

ing well up within him, no matter now
hardened he might nrignc De or now

wretchedly the tune were played?
Their number, to be sure, seems to De

limited. The most potent as well as tne
most beautiful among them, according
to my estimation, are certain of the

ninntnHnn melodies and slave
songs, all of which are distinguished by
unusual and subtle harmonies, tne r.ne
nf whleh T have found in no other songs
but those of Scotland and Ireland. The

point has been urged that many of these

touching songs, like those or poster,
have not been composed by the negroes
themselves, but are the work of white
men, while others did not originate on
thp ninntaiinn hut were lmDorted from
Africa.

But there is one Heason in summer

When the h'yakusho comes into closest
touch with Nature In her robes of night,
It is when the hotaru, the fire-file- s,

come. Then, as evemlng falls, you can
see their flashing lanterns along the
brooks and the moist lowlands; and
you can watch the children in their

delight catching those tiny fragments
of an unknown star as they rest upon
the rushes, and then imprisoning them
in little transparent silk. In a little
earth at the bottom of the cage they
nlanted a millet seed, and it has grown
to a sprout of an inch or so, and there
in a tiny basin of water beside it. in
such a cage the fire-fl- y will be the chil
dren's delight for several day.

Of an evening some one will make up
a nartv of villagers and go to a beau.
tiful river or lake on a hotaru-ga- ri (a
fire-fl- y excursion). They will take a
lunch and spend tne evening tnere,
seeing nature at her best, and bringing
back a store of joy. Their lunch they
take to the azumaya, a little open rus
tic house with floor of Bamboo, with a

railing around' it, and with a quaint
thatched roof supported on rour posts
and it always overlooks some pretty
water scene. There they spread their
dainties sake (rice wine), takenoko
(bamboo shoots cooked with a rice
sauce), rice cakes, picKies or many
sorts, sweatmeats, and a host of good
things that taste can suggest and skill
produce. When they have finished
their feasting they stroll in groups to
the railing and watch the flashing of
the fire-fli- and their multiplied re-

flections on the water below. Itoe most
bashful girl may converse without fear
of exposing her blush; for the fire-fl- y

gives only light enough to enable one to
see another's outline or perhaps to
catch a smile. As the evening advanc
es, a moon that is just beginning to
wane comes tardily up over tne eas
tern mountains, and sends down her
soft light through the slight haze upon
scenes that are perfect in their beauty
as they creep out of the shadows of
the mountains. Through the leaves the

light steals down, and soon below there
Is a crystal mirror anoat upon the wa
ter. With the rising of the moon every
thing la changed. The attention is
raised from the faint flashing of the
hotaru to the scenes that the moon re
veals. In the sky are a few strokes of
wandering cloud that seemed to have

THE WA R IS THE EAST.

Japanese Landed a Large Force at Shan-

tung Promontory.
Washington, Jan. 23. The navy de

partment y received the following

dispatch from Commander Folger of

the Yorktown at Clhlee Foo:

Tong Chow Foo, China, was bom

barded by ten Japanese vessels on

January 18 and 19. On the 21st in
answer to an appeal of missionaries
and aa travel by land was considered

impracticable the Yorktown transport
ed to Chee Foo seventeen women, chil
dren and sick of the missionary fami-
lies. On the 20th and 21st the Japanese,
covered by twenty-thre- e of tlhelr man-of-wa-

landed a large force at Shan
tung promontory to attack the Chinese
fortifications of On tho
22d a small force was landed at Chee
Foo from this vessel to protect neutral
citizens and property. This landing
was in common with that from the Ger
man, Britisihi and French vessels.

With reference to this dispatch it
was said at the Japanese legation here
that the forces were probably landed
to protect citizens of neutral countries

principally missionaries from an up-

rising of Chinese. The foreign resi-
dents of Chee Foo, it was explained.
would have no fear from the Japanese
forces and it is not likely tltiat the
Japanese will attack the port.

The Japanese might desire Chee Foo
for a base, but even this is unlikely as
there are other harbors along the
coast better adapted for the purpose.
As to the probabilities that tSite Japan-
ese might desire Che Foo to landing
troops preparatory to an attack on
Pekln, it was stated that the Japanese
had already a sufficient force on land.

The department has a dispatch from
Seoul, Corea, giving a royal decree
limiting Chinese residence in Corea to
the open ports, forbidding tlhem to
travel in the interior, compelling them
to register within twenty-fou- r hours
after arrival and removing their extra
territorial rights by bringing them un
der the jurisdiction of Corean courts.

Secretary Gresham received a dis-

patch to-d- from Minister Denby at
Pekin, reporting that tlhe Chinese peace
plenipotentiaries will leave Shanghai
on the 26th instant for Japan,

Unlit Spur Track anil ut Night Crossed the
Klectric Itoad'H Tracks-Th- en tnel ruction
Company Tore Up lUo Kalis Further
Complications Yesterday.
Norwalk, Jan. 23. What promises to

lead to a long and bitter contest In the
courts between the New York, New Ha
ven and Hartford railroad and the Nor
walk Tramway company developed here,

yesterday and y. In order that re

fined oil may be more readily shipped
from the Standard OH company's pro-

posed new plant at Wilson's Point, at
which place the company's twenty-seve- n

stations in New England are to be

merged into one, the New York and New

Haven road, which gets the business,

agreed to run a spur track half a mile

distant from its Danbury and Norwalk
division to the new station, but to do

so It became necessary to cross the
tramway track's at grade. This was ac

complished with certain restrictions and

provisions. Work on the spur com-

menced last week, but the crossing did
not receive attention until Tuesday,
when the New York, New Haven and
Hartford road, to prevent the Bridge-
port Traction company from crossing
its tracks at Fairfield avenue in Bridge-

port, secured the famous grade crossing
bill's passage through the senate. Had
the bill been passed before the New Ha-

ven road had made its orosslingsi of the
Tramway company's tracks at Wilson's
Point, the crossing could never have
been made, and, realizing this, a large
force of laborers were at work before

daylight Tuesday morning putting
down the rails. It was accomplished,
with time to spare, but the haste with
which it was done prevented the compa-

ny from using the high grade material
agreed upon, and last night after dark
the traction company's men tore up the
rails and threw them down the bank.
In vain y did the New York, New
Haven and Hartford people plead that
the job was only temporary. They tried
to replace the torn-u- p crossing and par-

tially succeeded. The tramway compa-

ny served an injunction on the contrac-
tors, but the company quickly employ-
ed a new gang and before another pa-

per could be prepared to serve, as should
have been done in the first place, the

crossing was an accomplished fact. It
is claimed ht by the New Haven
road's attorneys that an injunction
would not have been heeded in any
event, the claim being that a Judge In

Issuing a document exceeded all legal
authority, as the railroad commission-

ers had previously acted on the matter
and given them power which no court
oould set aside.
