The hu-
man body his heen wonderfully deveal-
aped by gymnastle exerclses, as every
one knows, and had this ldes of gym-
nadtics been introduced in the training

“A horse can trot o guarter of a mile
now in thirty scconds, and It stands to
ropson that If a horse onn make o rec-
ord of a quarter of & mile in thirty sec-
onds, and it has been done, he ean bhe
put in ‘eondition to go a mile at the
same rate of speed.
